Second item is I informed members of Council in our Safety meeting today that I received verbal notification that we did receive a JAG Law Enforcement Grant.  We applied for $15,000.  We did not receive $15,000, but we did receive a little over $7,100.  It does have a ten percent match.  So, basically, for $710 we'll get $7,100.  That money will be used for mobile data terminals in the cruisers, which are basically laptops in the police cars.  

Lastly, this past Friday, February 4th at around 4:30 p.m., Dispatcher Luonuansuu received a 911 call of a non—breather in the Villager Trailer Park, which is Warren Township.  As you know, we answer emergency calls and 10—digit calls for Warren Township.  Unfortunately, this non—breather call was Jim's mother, so he had to, obviously, accept that call.  Unfortunately, his mother did pass away.  So, I just want to commend him for the way he handled the call.  Obviously, I think we can all understand how difficult that would be.  He was able to compose himself and did dispatch the call.  I also wanted to recognize Officer Antal because he had the wherewithal to get Jim off the desk after he dispatched the call, brought another dispatcher in and even transported Jim to the trailer park so he could be with his family.  I just wanted to commend them both on the way they did their jobs.

MRS. WILSON:
I do.  As you well remember, we had a large contingent of the Lordstown Garden Guild come last week and there was a little brew ha ha going.  And I'd like to make a statement.  As President of the Lordstown Garden Guild and a member since 1977, I know that it was never the intention of the Guild to be paid for any services provided to the Village. Our interest was, and still is, to beautify our Village with purchasing and planting shrubs and flowers at the two beds on 45, the old schoolhouse, the memorial gardens, the police station, the library, administration building and other points in this Village.  We also did the planning at the gazebo. 

We take pride in this community and have done so for many years by volunteering our time, our efforts, and our funds to help with all that I previously mentioned and by donating to the Shop—With—A—Cop and awarding scholarships, just to name some activities of the Guild.  

We are a club where over 50 percent of our members are senior citizens, but we still support an effort to volunteer and work for this Village without compensation.  However, it was not our intention to have our hard—earned funds pay for the use of this community building for our eight to ten meetings a year.  

In committee, I opposed a proposal that the non—profit organizations would have to pay for regular meetings but did not oppose paying for the buildings when having money—making events.  I did vote for the Ordinance because of an agreement of a one—year trial period to use the Rec. Building.  We were told we could use the Rec. Building for free and our Guild did try it for the past year.  This building is not suitable for our use.  Our meetings are at night, which poses a safety issue because of the parking lot.  It is not well lit and the ladies are afraid of falling. The room is small and not big enough for some of our activities and programs.  It is cold and provisions have to be made ahead to get there early to warm the room.  We have to carry all of our supplies there because there is no room for storage, and the kitchen facilities are inadequate and meager to say the least.

On January 24, I called and asked Mr. Sullivan if we could use the Administration Building because of the extreme cold and for reasons already mentioned. He permitted us to do so.  I will apologize to Mr. Sullivan and Mr. McCarthy for the needless embarrassment that was given this permission placed upon it.  They are to be thanked for the kindness extended to our members and the consideration given them.  

I will apologize to the Guild if any of my actions caused them any embarrassment.  But I do believe the apology to the Guild, Mr. Sullivan and Mr. McCarthy should come from the individual who initiated this situation for whatever purpose he had in mind —— and it wasn't to help the ladies of the Guild or anyone else in this Village, but only to serve his ego.

We, the Mayor and some members of Council, have worked towards having pride in our community.  We can only do this by a collaborative effort and not by continuously degrading and attacking each other.  

Since it was pointed out by Zoldan that this is an election year, perhaps all should focus on what we, the candidate, proposes to do to help this community and its taxpayers, not by pointing out what we think the opposition hasn't done.  

Just remember, when one points a finger at someone else, there are three fingers pointing right back at you.  That's all I have to say.

Thank you.  Additional public remarks?  

 MR. WILSON:
I'm Harry Wilson.  I live on Highland Avenue there.  On Highland Avenue, our road is getting so bad from the sewers and everything like that. Who is responsible for that, the contractor or the Village of Lordstown?  

MR. ZOLDAN:
I just brought that same issue up in a meeting earlier this morning about Highland Avenue.  It's like a roller coaster.  It's absolutely terrible on my end.

MR. WILSON:
For the amount of money the Village has spent on all that.  I'd like to know how much are we over on the sewer costs on that from the original estimates?  

 MR. HILL:


About two million dollars, Harry.

 MR. WILSON:

That's a lot of money.

 MR. HILL:
There's a two—year maintenance bond —— I just took over the Utility Committee this year. There's a two—year maintenance bond on that.  We know a lot of the problems right now are due to the frost and the heating and the water getting underneath and the cracks weren't sealed correctly and everything.  We're aware that there is a problem there.  Right now we're just waiting.  The Road Committee meets tomorrow.  With this two—year maintenance bond, we have to see if the road settles down after the frost.

 MR. WILSON:

All right.  Thank you.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Thank you.  Other public remarks?  Mr. Zoldan?

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Real quickly.  Nothing could be worse than my end on Highland.  The only reason I did not want this to go —— I wanted it to go first reading.  Last meeting we had a ton of Garden people here.  To pass this emergency and not let them have their say so, would be totally wrong of this council.  I remember when I was out there and was at that microphone, and I was ignored.  I said it's not going to happen when I'm up here.  If we make a mistake, we'll correct it.  That's why I say next meeting Garden Club can come.  I got a letter from a very unhappy person, I guess.  If they want me to read it publicly, I'll be very happy to read it.  I have no problem on that.  Mary Jane, check with her and see if they want this read publicly.  I have no problem reading it publicly.  That is why.  In two weeks we'll have a meeting.  They can come here and voice their concern.  If they don't like what we did, tell us.  That's all I have to say,  Mr. Mayor.
