I'll put a copy of this in everybody's mailbox.  I believe we have council that night, but there's a session from 4:30 to 5:00.  Obviously, funding is going to be a little different in the new budget and the ways of doing it; so we may want to make sure we have a representative there.  


Under new business tonight I'll be seeking —— accepting some resignations of Parks, Buildings, Grounds for part—time, fill—in help and a couple of firefighters to put on.  


Last, but certainly not least, we are co—sponsoring with the United Auto Workers Local 1714 a spaghetti dinner to benefit the Relay—For—Life on Thursday, May 5 at 11:00 a.m. to 9:30 p.m.  Adults are $8 and children are $4.  Dinner includes spaghetti, four meatballs, bread, salad and dessert.  It will take place at the 1714 Union Hall.  They are also going to have a team in the Relay—For—Life this year.  We're going to have a team, so this is a combined fundraiser.  If you can't make it that day, both do take donations. Again, that is something we want to put some emphasis on for the Relay—For—Life. Therefore, my son, Sam, will be out here Wednesday to unfurl those tails and put them into production.  I hope to see them within the next 20 years of service to the Village.  Thank you. MR. MCCARTHY:	Yes, Mr. Mayor. We have two pieces of legislation on the agenda tonight.  Also, I would like to bring up that the Safety Committee became aware that our Police Department computers were not able to be tracked.  In other words, if an individual was on a prohibited web site or something else, we don't have the ability to know that.  There's no way to track that.  We did get a price for the four police computers.  It would be $750 to put a software unit in that we could track anybody who was on those computers and where they were and what they were doing.  I think we would like to move forward unless council has an extreme objection.  But I bring it up, I think that each department may want to do the same thing.  You read in the news all the time where people are on porn sites and what have you and so forth.  We could not prove that if it was happening here.


MR. SULLIVAN:	One question.  I got a call from one of the local merchants and they said they couldn't hear the sirens.  I said they test them.  They say they work.  They just can't hear them in their business.


MR. HILL:	That is an outdoor warning system.  You're only supposed to be able to hear it outdoors.  It's an outdoor warning system.  You're supposed to be able to hear them if you're outdoors so you can take cover.  If you have a well insulated building or something like that or if you have background music or whatever, you may not be able to hear them.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		I just wonder if they could be set louder or ——


 MR. MCCARTHY:	There's two of them that are still experiencing problems.  That's the one by Mary Jane's house and also the one on South Leavitt.  I have been in contact with RA Services.  If they don't work the first Saturday of May, I will be —— maybe before that —— I will be in contact again.  I've talked to them now about three times and as of right now as far as I know some aren't working.  One at Mary Jane's is not working and the one on South Leavitt you only know on the first Saturday of the month if that one is functioning.


Another question did come up.  Some people had complained that the sirens were not going up and down.  They're not supposed to.  If there's a tornado warning, the siren is supposed to go up to its peak, hold for three minutes and then come back down again.


MR. BOND:	Well that probably dates back to the one time years ago the Village put out a card that had all kinds of tones on it from a tornado to a national attack and quite a few different things.  And the sirens are no longer capable of all those functions.


MR. MCCARTHY:	Mr. Bond, there were several buttons in the Police Department that would do different things.  Currently, there's only two buttons in the Police Department that function, the tornado warning and the chimes. That's the only two that will work.


MR. BOND:	Right.  And as we come into tornado season, it's probably the most important time of the year to have them functioning properly.  


MRS. WILSON:	The news reported that there were 102 tornados in the last three days down through the south and east coast.  That is scary.
