I submitted my monthly report for April via e—mail to you and to members of council.  And also just to update you on where we're at for the full—time police officer's position.  Friday, the 29th, was the last day for individuals to submit resumes to us.  Counting the four officers from within the department that applied, we ended up with a total of 107, ranging from the State of Texas, Louisiana, South Carolina, Pennsylvania and Ohio.  So, we are in the process of —— myself and Captain Campbell are in the process of going through them and then we will conduct interviews and continue the process.

I think that's a good idea.  If there's any maintenance cost or anything because we've had quite a bit of lively discussion here so that we can keep track of how the pay back is going.  I think that is a good idea.  Thank you.

 MRS. GIBSON:

I submitted my report by e—mail, also.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Mr. Blank, do we have any correspondence this evening?

 MR. BLANK:

No correspondence, Mayor.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Any public remarks this evening? Mrs. Schrader?

 MRS. SCHRADER:
Donna Schrader, Highland Avenue.  At the last council meeting I heard it said that the sirens that we have that they are only required to be heard outside the house.  And I got to wondering about that and thinking about that.  It's bothered me for the last two weeks.  The sirens we used to have —— there was the four different sirens.  It had the little tag.  I still have my little tag in the kitchen.  You could be in your home and you could hear the sirens.

I remember I used to always when I heard it on Saturdays, I'd run down and I'd follow the four different things, you know, to see —— try to get it in my head and stuff.  You heard them inside your homes.  Last week with all these tornados that went through in all over 300 people were killed in the South.  That could have happened right here.

That night I was up all that night.  I watched on the Weather Channel and watched that line go across from Illinois clear over to Pennsylvania because I got to thinking —— and they kept saying it on the Weather Channel —— a lot of these things happen at night.  And how you going to hear?  

We had the last tornado.  I'm sure everybody has their stories, but when that tornado happened, we were sitting on Highland up by Krisher's when it was coming.  We were watching it coming right toward us.  It turned and looked like it was going to go down to our farm.  So, Bob's mom was home.  I said, let's go.  We've got to get her out of there.  Well, I talked to that man upstairs while he was flying down the road.  We got to our house and it had turned. It went across right where we were sitting. I watched it when it hit Republic and took all the lights out and everything.  

I was working at the hospital.  So, I told my husband, I'm taking the car.  I'm going to work.  So I could get through up on 45.  We were lucky.  This happened at twenty to six on that Friday night.  So, I went to work and there weren't too many people there.  They put me in triage.  I was the only triage for people coming in until the nurses could come in.  Then we started working on the floors and then there was another thing that there was a second tornado coming through.  I was on the fifth floor that night, and they told us to get these people down.

There was this one lady —— the hospital was on emergency and the only people that were using those elevators was trying to get the people in beds. This poor lady —— I mean, she was bad —— the look in her eyes that night, watching, she knew this tornado was going to come through.  That got me.  I never forgot that.  That's 26 years ago.  I never forgot her.  

Last week I'm laying there at night and I'm thinking, there's all these people in Lordstown here and this could happen to us.  I live in a house with no basement. I have a medical necessity in my home.  I'm not the only one in Lordstown that has these problems.  There's got to be other people around Lordstown.  There's got to be people that need help.  If it comes through during the night like they were saying that these were going to come through, a lot of people are going to be in trouble.  And I hate to see that happen.

You've been pouring a lot of money into these sirens through the years.  If you're outside at my house, I can barely hear the one.  I can hear it if I listen for it.  It wasn't like it used to be.  I've stupidly —— I mean, I've been waiting —— you talk about these sirens are getting fixed.  And I wait for them to get fixed like they were.  And that's not going to happen. And I didn't know that was going to happen until two weeks ago.  

Has anybody thought or are you looking into or thinking in the back of your mind or anything what can be done with these sirens?  And maybe it's time to give these up and maybe look at something different for Lordstown.  We're not a young community.  We've got older people.  We've got people that are going to need help.  And there is a lot of people like that.  I mean, everybody here eventually is going to come to —— if it happened, it could  happen at night.  That scared me.  It did worry me because I'm thinking, what am I going to do, you know.  I made my plan, but I didn't go to bed.  So, I thought, well —— I know it was probably stupid for me to come here.  But if you could just think about it, put it in your heads, see what can be done.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
That's a good point and maybe something for the Safety Committee to think about would be schools now use that call alarm system, which is really inexpensive.  If they cancel school, you make one call and everybody that signs up for it gets a call.  Maybe that's something we could ask people if that's something they're interested in signing up for if there's warnings through the night.  We'd even talked about it before to use it as a system to let people know when our concerts were and things of that sort if you'd want to sign up.  Maybe the Safety Committee could take a look at that.  I know that it's a reasonable cost to do it once you set it up.  I'm guessing our school has it.  I don't have kids in school anymore.  I'm guessing our school has it.  We might even be able to pony off of theirs.

 MRS. SCHRADER:

There's just too many    people ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

That's a good point because if it does happen at night ——

 MRS. SCHRADER:
You're not going to know.  It's just going to come through and there you are.

MR. HILL:
Part of the problem is because this system has been there for 25, 30 years, it's electronic tones rather than the old mechanical sounds.  Everybody used to hear the old fire siren and once it started wailing up, you know, you could hear that.  These are electronic tones and that's what was bought years ago.  That's where the difference is.  Electric tones can't pierce in to get in your house.

MRS. SCHRADER:
I would think you'd be able to hear it at my house.  I could hear the fire siren go off at the center, but that doesn't happen.  Most of you live near them.  I'm not that far from it, but I can't hear it inside unless I go outside and listen for it.

MR. MCCARTHY:
That one, Donna, and the one up close to you has been in a lot of trouble way before me.  Jim London was working on that.  We now seem to have it fixed.  Maybe now that —— because it just wasn't working.  It wouldn't go at all.

 MRS. SCHRADER:

For a long time.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
Now I think we have the problem solved and you may now be able to hear it better.

 MRS. SCHRADER:

I can hear Niles a lot of times.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

As close as you are to that one, you should hear that one.

 MRS. SCHRADER:
As long as the wind is coming, it's better, but it's not like the old one when you could just hear it.

MR. SULLIVAN:
I was surprised when I got the call and the resident said he couldn't hear it in his house.  Like, I can hear the 6:00 bells and all those go off.

 MRS. SCHRADER:

We don't hear that at all.

 MR. HILL:
You hear it if it's nice and calm.  If there's a little bit of wind or something like that or if you have your windows closed, you probably don't hear it.  That's a legitimate point.  I agree with you, Donna.

 MRS. SCHRADER:

Thank you very much.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Committee reports, Finance Committee, Mrs. Wilson?

MRS. WILSON:
The only thing I have to report is we have a Finance meeting next Monday at 9 a.m. These meetings might not be advertised every week or every other week in the paper due to the fact that they have been advertised maybe one time for the year.  Only time that I think they will be advertised now would be if the date was changed or the time.  But it is 9 a.m. next Monday.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I have a question.  Are you saying that you're not going to advertise the meetings no more?  Did I misunderstand that?

MRS. WILSON:
No.  It's just that last week it wasn't advertised but it was advertised previously that there would have been a meeting for last Monday.  As I understand it, that's the stance the paper took.

MR. ZOLDAN:
I thought that if we had to have a meeting, even if it canceled —— I could be wrong.  Sometimes I am wrong —— but I thought that when a meeting —— if you had a meeting, if it was canceled, you had to readvertise for that meeting.

 MRS. WILSON:

Yes.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

If we're going to have a meeting next Monday ——

 MR. BLANK:

It's already been advertised.

 MRS. WILSON:

It's been advertised.

 MR. BLANK:
Stanley, this is going to be a shocker to you but some people have regular committee meetings.

MR. ZOLDAN:
I have them when I need them.  I have a very good staff.  I don't have to have them.

MR. BLANK:
I understand that, but anyway, they plan them for the year and we advertised them for the year.  So it's already been advertised for Monday.  The only time we would advertise it again is if she changes the date or time.  The newspaper won't go back in January and dig that out and put it in the paper is what I'm saying.  It's advertised for the year.

MR. HILL:
Stanley, when we notified them when the meeting is, it's, say, like the beginning of the year, you notify for every meeting for that year because you know when they're going to be.  We fulfilled what we had to do.  We notified them that there's going to be a public meeting, but a lot of times the media does not go back and look into it.  So they will not put in the paper that the meeting was called.

 MR. BLANK:

But they are advertised.

MR. ZOLDAN:
So, what you're saying is, we put —— we're going to say we're having a meeting once a month on the 15th of the month.  Let's say it's cancelled out.  We won't notify them that it's going to be cancelled?

MR. HILL:
We notify that it's cancelled.  Then if we reschedule it, then they'll get it and put it in.  But if it's cancelled and you just go to the next month —— like, Utility meetings are the second Tuesday at 8:30 in the morning.  They're set for the rest of the year.  If we cancel one or call a special one, they might put it in the paper.  Chances are, other than that, they're not going to bother going and making note of it.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Is that going to be legal?

 MR. HILL:


We notified them.  We complied with what we had to do.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
Bill and Judy's office comply with the open meetings laws.  They are very judicious about making sure and with special meetings, I have no doubt that they've complied.

MR. BOND:
Even if they notify the newspaper and the newspaper doesn't publish it ——

 MR. BLANK:

Sometimes they don't.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
You're required to submit it to them and give notice and they publish it.

 MR. BLANK:

The notice really isn't ——

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
And anyone else who wants to be on the list to receive such a notice.

MR. BLANK:
The notice I don't think is for the public anyway.  I think it's just the newspaper wants to come and do a story.  That's all. It's for them.  

SOLICITOR DUTTON:
So you can't have secret meetings without them knowing about it.

I don't know if these were the only accounts that are minus accounts here.  Nobody told me or the committee where the transfers would be from.  And most of the majority of these, right on the first page, one, two, three, four, five, six —— six out of the eight are from the contingency account of the other's account.  On the other page we have one, two, three, four, five of them coming out of council's contingency account.  I think if we just discuss it in committee, then clear all of our minds on it, then I'll be a happy chairman.

MR. HILL:
I have no problem with it, but it was brought up in committee.

 MRS. WILSON:

It was that there would be a transfer ordinance, period.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I have no problem, but, you know, Mary Jane, I can make one suggestion —— and I'm not going to get in the middle of it.  I think ——

The higher the match, the more likely you are to get the grant.  Before we write this grant —— which has to be done by June, by the way —— I'm asking council what percentage we would like to match?  

MR. HILL:
I think we should probably discuss that in the Finance meeting.  If we could go 20 percent, I would have no problem with that.  I think it gives us a chance to get that.  I want to make sure and sit in Finance and go check.  I didn't bring my records with me.  If we could go 20 percent, that's definitely going to up our odds and at 20 percent, if we can get 80 percent from somebody without too many strings attached, that's not a bad deal.  

MR. MCCARTHY:
20 percent with just a round figure would be somewhere in the neighborhood of $110,000.

MR. SULLIVAN:
I agree with Arno.  I think we should do at least 20, maybe even 25.  I think 20 is probably what most communities do.  I remember when we did the bridge it was, like, what, 40?

 MR. BARNHART:

I think so, yes.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Like you said, the higher the match, the better chance we 




have of getting it.  I agree with at least 20 percent.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

If we discuss in Finance, would that give us enough time?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:
It has to be in by the middle of June.  Last year we got it in by June 1st.  As long as I have the information by June 1st, it will give us two weeks to submit it.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
We'll have Finance next Monday and we'll have a meeting on the 16th.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

That's fine.  I just need an answer what you want to do.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Mr. Sullivan, I think you had a motion?
