Under the Mayor's report tonight, just have a few items. Mr. Harrison and I have picked the day of May 28th as our Village clean—up day.  That's the Saturday before —— Saturday of Memorial Day weekend.  We have been part of a project with Portage, Geauga ——


 MR. HARRISON:		Trumbull.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Geauga, Trumbull where they provide us with garbage bags, gloves, the materials to go out and clean things up.  Last year we had to reschedule it and it turned out to be just a few hard—willing workers doing it.  This year if you would like to do something maybe on your street but that day doesn't work for you and you want to organize your street on a different day, we'll be happy to get the materials to you for that.  


Memorial Day on the 30th, that's one of our big events.  I think it's one of the nice events we do.  I commend Tom Dietz for all the work that he does putting that together.  Our Memorial Day parade and ceremony will be at 10:00. So we would like to see you join us for that.  


We're moving forward with our Relay—For—Life where the Village is teaming with the Retirees 1714 Union to form a team.  We're selling items for a dollar that you can put your name on that we'll hang up in the tent to help raise money ——


 MR. SULLIVAN:		I think it's the 9th and 10th, the day of the walk itself.  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Friday the 9th and Saturday the 10th.  It is going to be at the Newton Falls track.  If you're interested in walking, please let me know.  We'll put a schedule together.  Currently the 3 a.m., 4 a.m., 5 a.m. slots are available, but they fill up fast.  So, if you want to get in on that, I'm just telling you, you might want to do that now.  Again, if you've been involved in them, they are terrific events.  And it's one of our signatures in our area, in all honestly, our Relay—For—Life.


We've set a tentative date for July 30.  It's just tentative at this time to host some kind of charity softball event.  As you know in the past, for Second Harvest we've had a charity basketball game with the Village of McDonald.  This year our police department and schools put together a benefit for a couple of the school children whose father had been killed, so we pushed ours back.  We sent a challenge out to neighboring villages and they have not answered the call to that challenge —— 


 MR. SULLIVAN:		They're scared.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	They are.  They've seen us play basketball.  They probably could only fear the worst by seeing us play softball.  But if there are local organizations that would like to get involved in that, we would certainly welcome that.  We'll have kind of a day at the park where we'll have some fun.  We are tentatively —— if we have enough teams —— having a competitive division and also a non—competitive division.  Again, it's not the world championship we're playing for.  It's just to raise some money for Second Harvest.  So hopefully we can move forward with that.  


Tonight under new business I'll be seeking appointments under the Park and Rec. Department, the Streets and Sidewalks Department and in the Police Department.  I believe that is all I have for the Mayor's report.

 MRS. JONES:	Yes, Mr. Mayor.  You ran out of agendas, so I wrote my little notes on my gas receipt here.  I wanted to let you know that our next meeting is scheduled for this Thursday at 4:00.  And we will be discussing a couple of items.  One item is that the six—month grace period for hooking up to the east side sewer will expire on June 22nd, and we're encouraging everyone to get installed before then.  We have had a couple of people call whose permits for installation have expired.  So we will be addressing those issues, as well.  


As most of you know, we bought a truck that was on your agenda last time.  I want to thank Bruce for doing such a good job in finding us this truck at such a great value.  We really appreciate that.


Last of all, my letter of resignation should be read tonight under correspondence.  I just want to say thank you to the council; to the staff in the Village; to all the department heads, especially to Bruce and Mike and Cindy; and my fellow Board of Trustees of Public Affairs for the opportunity to serve in this Village.  And I want to thank the residents for all their support.  As you know, I'm going to be leaving the country for a few months.  I look forward to the new challenge.  It's going to be an exciting time for me.  This is my last official meeting, so thank you.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Thank you.  And I did have that under new business, but I thought you should let everybody know.  And I will be seeking acceptance of that resignation —— with regrets —— because I think you have provided a terrific leadership and terrific stability to the Board of Public Affairs over your time there.

 				Village Engineer's report?


 MS. GORDON:		I have no report this evening.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Any questions for Lesley? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 


 				Special reports, Police Chief Milhoan? 


CHIEF MILHOAN:	Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I believe I sent all of you an e—mail, but I just want to let you know that we did get approved for two MDT's —— those are mobile data terminals, i.e., laptop computers, in the cruisers —— through a grant from Summit County Department of Public Safety.  This is the same organization that provided us the license plate reader.  This is at no cost to the Village.  We will receive approximately, I'm going to say $6,000 to $7,000 worth of equipment.  They do the installation.  They provide the bracket, the computer antennae and everything. So we were happy to receive them.  


Also, I wanted to let you know that once again this year our department will be participating in the Click—it—or—Ticket campaign.   That takes place from May 23, which is a Monday, through June 5th. Basically what that means is that our officers will adopt a zero tolerance for individuals not wearing their seat belt that's sitting in the front seat or child restraints.  


Lastly, I would ask for council's approval on two appointments this evening.  The first one is a part—time officer's position —— or auxiliary we call them.  Ray Collazo, who is here tonight sitting next to Captain Campbell —— Ray is currently a part—time police officer with the Warren Township Police Department and Fowler Police Department.  Ray has indicated to me that he would resign from the Fowler Township Police Department once appointed by our department so he could devote more time to our department.  


Ray has attended Kent State University and obtained an eight year teaching certificate and recently retired from the Trumbull Career and Technical Center.  He did work —— if he looks familiar to some of you —— as an auxiliary officer for our department from May of 2005 to December of 2007.  And he left our department in good standing.  He did work a fair amount of hours for us; so when I heard that Ray was wanting to come back to our department, we jumped right on it. Ray will fill the vacancy created by Erica Moore's resignation.  If you remember, Erica resigned to relocate.  So I would ask that you approve his appointment this evening.  


The second appointment is for the full—time police officer's position created by the retirement of Robert Antal.  As you are aware, our department received 107 resumes for that position after we had advertised for the full—time police officer's position.  After reviewing all resumes, I narrowed them down to 31.  I gave those 31 to Captain Campbell and asked him to narrow them down to ten, which he did.  I then took those ten and narrowed them down to five.  I added them to the four from within our department that applied.  That gave us a total of nine that we granted oral interviews to.  At the conclusion of the nine interviews and with great consideration, Captain Campbell and I reached our recommendation, which was both unanimous.  We recommend George Ebling to fill that full—time police officer's position.


As you know, George has worked for our department for over 32 years in law enforcement experience with our department.  During those 32 plus years, George has always performed at a high level.  He received his associates degree in Criminal Justice from Youngstown State University and George is a life—long resident of the Village of Lordstown.  He has been dedicated to this community and to our department as evidenced by the hours worked.  I just went back the last seven years.  I went back to 2005 all the way to present. Of those seven years, five  of them George had the most hours of any auxiliary that year.  The two years that he wasn't the highest, he finished second.  Captain Campbell and I spent a lot of time on this decision.  We are confident that George is the right person for both the department and the community.  So, I would ask you to also approve that appointment.  That's all I have, Mr. Mayor.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Thank you.  Questions for our Police Chief?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)


 				Fire Chief Eastham?


 CHIEF EASTHAM:		No report.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Questions for our Fire Chief? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 


 				Street Commissioner, Mr. Harrison?


MR. HARRISON:	Yes, Mr. Mayor. We will have our monthly Streets meeting on June 7th where we will discuss the RFQ's for possibly applying for grant money to resurface Highland Avenue. 


July 1st is the first day that we can apply for surface transportation federal funding for that road.  We will also be discussing some drainage issues.  Hopefully we can have somewhat of a mobile meeting and look at some different areas and get some input.  That's all.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Questions for Mr. Harrison?  Remember when you were hoping it would quit snowing? 


 MR. BOND:			That was a couple weeks ago.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Planning and Zoning Administrator, Mr. Barnhart?


 





MR. BARNHART:	Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I would like to make everybody aware that there will be a site plan review meeting at the Anderson—Dubose Corporation, assuming you pass their abatement this evening.  It will be on May 26th at 6:30 p.m. before the Lordstown Planning Commission.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		6:30?


 MR. BARNHART:		6:30 on the 26th of May.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Thank you.  Questions for Mr. Barnhart? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 


 				Parks, Buildings, Grounds, Superintendent, Grimm?


MR. GRIMM:	Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I just wanted to let you and all of council know that —— as I'm sure with a lot of residents —— we were not exempt with flooding.  There were several inches of flooding in the Historical Society/Old Schoolhouse this morning.  We did replace the pumps again, and it's back up and running.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Questions for Mr. Grimm?


 MR. HILL:			Yeah. How much money did our wind turbines make so far?  


 MR. GRIMM:	I'll figure it at the end of the year.  The last time I checked it was around $72, $74.


 MR. HILL:			For how many days?  


 MR. GRIMM:		Last time I checked I think it was around —— 


 MR. BARNHART:		Can I address that question?  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Sure.


 MR. BARNHART:	You cannot compare the production of a wind turbine from one month to the next.  You can only compare the production of a wind turbine from one month of one year to the following year.  Each month the wind differs.  It varies quite a bit.  There is less wind in the summertime as there is in the springtime or wintertime.  So you cannot compare May to June or April to May —— 


 MR. HILL:			Well, I ——


 MR. BARNHART:		You compare April 2011, to April, 2012.


 MR. HILL:	I'm just asking the question, Mr. Barnhart, because I was thrown the figure of 30 percent we'd be saving on an average every month.  So that's why I just wanted to find out how much it was.


MR. BARNHART:	You can't tell like that. You have to compare April of 2011 to April of 2010.  


MR. HILL:	Well, what I'm saying is we projected a 30 percent savings.  We ——


MR. BARNHART:	You don't know that yet.  Dale does not have those figures.  You have to compare April of 2011 with April, 2010.  Do you have that, Dale?


MR. GRIMM:	No.  What I have is a percentage of the bill as to what the turbines produced.


 MR. BARNHART:		You have to compare them properly.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Okay. Other questions for Mr. Grimm?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)


Recreation Director, Mrs. Gibson, is not with us this evening.  Clerk Hall, do we have correspondence this evening.








MRS. HALL:	Yes, Mayor Chaffee.  I have two pieces.  The first letter is from Karen Jones, and it's directed to the Mayor, Council, and Trustees of the Board of Public Affairs.  Karen writes, "Please accept this letter as my resignation from the Board of Public Affairs effective end of business on May 31, 2011.  


You are all aware that I will be out of the country much of the next year and can no longer serve in my present capacity as a Trustee of BPA. It has been my privilege to serve the Village of Lordstown for nearly 16 years in public office.  Upon my return to the United States, I look forward to serving my community again in any way I can be of service.  Sincerely, Karen Jones."


The second letter is from Denise Dugan. She is the Planning Commission secretary.  It's directed to Mayor Michael Chaffee and members of Village Council.  "The Planning Commission unanimously voted to recommend that Lordstown Village Council adopt the attached Ordinance to amend one chapter of the Planning and Zoning Code of the Codified Ordinances of the Village of Lordstown regarding Chapter 1165, Signs and to authorize the Planning and Zoning Administrator to enforce the provisions thereof.  Sincerely.  Denise."  The letter was dated May 13. 


 				That's all I have, Mayor Chaffee.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Thank you.  Public remarks?  Again, we ask that you wait to be identified.  We ask you to step to the microphone.  We need your name and address and we ask that you limit your remarks to five minutes.  Council may chose to respond.  They're under no obligation to respond to remarks.  Mr. Moore, did you want to go first?  


MR. MOORE:	Les Moore with the Anderson—Dubose Company.  A while ago the Anderson—Dubose Company came and asked you to do a rezoning on the Orr property.  Since that time it's been quite a while since we received an original bid on the first building.  We were asked to do a competitive bid and then the Orr site came up.  And in doing so, we went ahead and did all the civil engineering and geotech on both pieces of property.  When we got the rebids in, the building costs went from 15 million to 17 million due to some scope changes but primarily just a lapse in time from the last 24 months.  With that, the difference between the two sites —— which I'm sure some of you deserve an answer on this —— is the north side came in at a ballpark number of about three quarters of a million dollars higher.  It came in at about $150,000 just in concrete and asphalt due to the "L" shape and trying to fit everything on there.  That's one piece of it.  


The second piece of it is the railroad on Muth Road. If you go up there, the elevation is relatively high.  The trucks have to come in off of Muth Road, so a regular, certified signal had to be put in there and a switch put in by CSX railroad and then we could extend our railroad down to the facility.  That came in around $300,000 more than what the Ohio Commerce came in.  Just in a ballpark number. 


The other piece with the Orr property is because that railroad is so high.  That railroad only allows you so much elevation drop.   So we had to bring the property up, build it up and that was about $300,000 in some fill to bring all that up to grade.  So between the increase in the price of the building from 15 to 17 million and then the additional three quarters of a million, there was a decision made to go to the Ohio Commerce site even though the Orr site was still probably the best site. Our owner was still saying that's the site he would rather be on.  But that's just an explanation and the council deserves that.  They've been so supportive in trying to help us get in.  Any questions?


MR. ZOLDAN:	Yeah. I got a lot of respect for you because you came out and told us what happened.  I admit, I was one who was very, very disappointed because we were told it's got to be done.  Those jobs are going to move.  So we rushed and we all agreed to do it because we were not going to risk the jobs.  I got a lot of respect for you that at least you came and explained the problem of what it was because, see, we've got a bigger problem now.  We changed that zoning.  We cannot change that zoning back, only the property owner can, we cannot.  But we did what was best to protect the Village.  Again, I do have a lot of respect for you that at least you were man enough to come up here and explain to us the problem.  No problem; no hard feelings.


 MR. MOORE:		Appreciate that.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Thank you.


 MR. MOORE:		Thank you.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Mr. Moore, part of the language on our Ordinance tonight is Anderson—DuBose, Inc. and ADC Properties have agreed to use best efforts to employ residents of the Village of Lordstown.


 MR. MOORE:		Yes, we did.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		You agreed to that?


 MR. MOORE:		We agree to that.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Okay.  Thank you.  Anything else for Mr. Moore? (NO 					RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 


 				Other public remarks?  Mr. McGrail?


MR. MCGRAIL:	Mark McGrail, 3656 Goldner Lane, Lordstown.  I'm here on two issues.  One, with regards to the Board of Education, which I'm sure you know I'm a member of.  I'm not as prepared as I'd like to be to talk on a subject that just came to our attention with regard to the abatement on this property you're discussing here —— this project, which required a 75 percent abatement of property taxes.  By State law, we're not allowed to object —— I guess we can object to it but basically you can have that passed without our okay, which I don't particularly like, but that's State law.  And that's not your problem.  


I have two comments and perhaps requests with regard to that issue.  Number one, we would have appreciated knowing that it was proceeding.  In checking with our administration and the Board members over the last couple of days, we were pretty much caught unaware that this abatement was proceeding.  Even though we can't perhaps stop it from proceeding, we do have a request with regards to abatements in the Village from here forth.  The school district is the entity that takes the hit financially when you grant these abatements.  The Village does not.  We would like to request that we be reimbursed in some manner for that loss from the, I guess, the taxes that you'll receive on the wages that will be earned out there.  I'm not sure that can be done.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		You get half.  You know that already?


 MR. MCGRAIL:	No.  That's what I say, I'm not as prepared as I wanted to be.  I know we get something, but whatever that is.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Just to give you some background, Mark, on the projections for this building and workforce.  You'll receive $82,320 a year in taxes and $41,000 a year. So you're looking at $123,320 a year.


MR. MCGRAIL:	As I said, we weren't notified of anything so I'm not sure, you know.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	We discussed this a little bit before you got here.  A letter was sent from the County in April to Mr. Pfahler identifying that this was going to go on.


 MR. MCGRAIL:		From the County but ——


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Right.


 MR. MCGRAIL:	What I'm suggesting is that a letter should also come from the Village itself.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		From us, okay. 


 MR. MCGRAIL:		I don't really want to get nit—picky about it.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	We're just happy we have one.  We haven't had one for about three years.


MR. MCGRAIL:	Isn't that the truth.  As a personal nature as a citizen of the Village, just one of my personal characteristics is that I happen to be a very loyal person, and I admire loyalty and dedication of people.  When we reviewed people in my professional life, I have always held that up as a deciding factor in whether, you know, to deal with people and also in the employment of people.  You're going to be discussing and deciding upon the hiring of a police officer.  I know there seems to be some contention about some of the candidates; but I believe, again, that loyalty and dedication —— as long as you've got the experience to go along with that —— as a police officer should be the top priority.  I'm speaking on behalf of George Ebling here this evening.  I believe that his years of service to this Village are exemplary when it comes to the service that a public employee, public servant can give to his job and to the people that he serves.  Along with that dedication, I think George has also shown a great deal of loyalty to the Village and that should weigh very heavily in your decision with regards to the hiring of the individual for the position.  And, of course, I think —— and I don't know this.  Chief Milhoan would know better than I —— the experience that George has as a police officer.  That's my two cents on that issue.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	I know it's a difficult time to be a school board member with cuts and I want to commend you again for being a school board member.  We went through the same thing at our place.  We had to let go of a third of our staff.


 MR. MCGRAIL:		You guys took a bigger hit than we did.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	We did.  As a Mayor, I do appreciate the job that the school board does.  It is thankless.  Thank you.


MR. MCGRAIL:		Thank you.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Other public remarks?  Mr. Barnhart?  


MR. BARNHART:	This is to respond to some questions of concern about the school board being notified.  The Village, in this instance, was not required to notify the school.  It's a Trumbull County program so that is why the Trumbull County Planning Commission notified the school board.  On April 13th a letter was sent out to Mr. William Pfahler, Superintendent of Lordstown Schools.  Do you want me to read this or summarize it.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Just summarize it.


 MR. BARNHART:	The new construction costs is 18 to 22 million dollars.  Total employees at the Lordstown site will be 160 employees.  Lordstown Village Council will meet on this proposal on May 16th at 7 p.m. in council chambers and the Board of County Commissioners will meet on this on Wednesday, May 18th at 10 a.m. This was signed by William Miller, the Director of the Trumbull County Planning Commission. It was sent out April 13th.  So, if you weren't notified by the Village, I apologize but it wasn't our obligation to do so.  It was their obligation to do so and they did.


 MR. MCGRAIL:		I understood that.  I'm just making a request.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	That's fine.  I think we got —— in the future, the Board should be personally notified.  Mr. Barnhart, if you'd give a copy of that to the stenographer —— court reporter.  Other public remarks? (NO RESPONSE.) Hearing none, council remarks?  


MR. ZOLDAN:	Yeah, I have a couple quick ones.  We're going into negotiations now, and I have a suggestion to make. Every time we use names.  I'd like to see the Mayor, President of —— the Mayor because the Mayor is in charge of the people —— employees —— the President of Council because he is supposed to let council know what goes on, and the chairperson of Finance Committee because they are supposed to know the finance.  I think instead of —— and this is a job nobody really wants, but it's got to be.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Nobody called and volunteered.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	Nobody volunteered.  I'm only suggesting those three positions, not names, positions because those three positions —— if those three positions are put in year after year, I think it will save a lot of aggravation. That's only my suggestion.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	We've talked about that before, and I don't think it's a bad idea.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		That's all I have.

And just a quick comment on the planning that we're going to ask to advertise.  I said last month that we were looking at 90 days on the signage, particularly on the political signs.  Currently it says 30.  The Solicitor said that if we were challenged on that, we probably would lose.  We need to change that.  So we talked about 90.  But we amended the 90 last month to 60; so when we advertise, that's what we will be looking at.  That's all I have.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Questions for Mr. Sullivan or his committee?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)


 				Public Safety and Welfare, Mr. McCarthy?


MR. MCCARTHY:	Yes, Mr. Mayor. First of all, I'd like to bring up the fire truck, the tanker.  We need tonight to have a percentage of what we would contribute toward getting a grant.  I'll bring that up again under new business.  The tanker was again leaking on the other side from where it leaked the last time.  Through Travis and his crew, they were able to put a patch on it.  We're hoping that may hold for a while.  


Secondly, they were on a fire run to Lake Milton.  Everybody inside the truck was wet to their knees because of the water coming up from the rains through the floor board.  This truck is in drastic need of being replaced.  


Second, I was asked at the last council meeting to approach a company to give us warning of a tornado by telephone.  I went to the school and I found out the school uses a company called (Syn Ray Voice Technologies), Inc. If they have a snow day or something, then the phone calls go out and everybody gets notified of a snow day.  So I contacted this company. They are interested.  They do such things as that.  They're going to send me a program that would fit maybe what we could use for the sirens —— instead of the sirens or in conjunction with the sirens, using those phone calls as a backup.  But I don't have any estimate of cost or so forth.  If anybody has an idea of how many homes we have in the Village, please tell me.


 MR. BOND:			About 1,400.


 


 MR. MCCARTHY:		About 1,400.  I'll use that.


 MR. BOND:			Check also, John, and see if they do cell phones.


 MR. MCCARTHY:	They'll do any phone you give them.  What that would require would be the Village resident to sign up for that service with phone numbers.  Hopefully at the next meeting I'll have some sort of proposal from that company.  Again, our sirens over time are getting less and less reliable.  We currently have three not functioning.  I have been in contact with RAA Services.  We do know the problem with one of them over on Highland; but the other two, we're just not sure what's going on with them. I'm about ready to make a suggestion that we set those things off every Saturday instead of once a month.  Because to wait now another three weeks to see if that thing's going to go off or not is too long of a period of time.  I'll get with my committee and maybe next time I'll have something.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	John, the newsletter is at the printer, but I don't think it's been printed yet.  So, if you want to put something in that through May and June we're going to test the sirens at noon every Saturday.  Does anybody have any objection to try to do it that way? I'll call first thing tomorrow to see if they can't insert that in. 


MR. MCCARTHY:	Okay, good. I think it's just too long a period of time, and we don't know what these things are going to do.  He's tested those sirens, particularly the one on South Leavitt.  He said it should work.  Last Saturday it didn't.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		What are you talking for the fire truck, $500,000?  


 MR. MCCARTHY:	The fire truck should be somewhere in the neighborhood of —— I'll throw something out there —— between $500,000 and $550,000.  That would say that our contribution, if you want to go 20 percent, you're talking about something in excess of $100,000.


MR. SULLIVAN:	I think that we may want to look at, like, 25 percent.  I think a lot of them are 80/20.  If you crack that barrier, you would pick up a couple extra points.


MR. MCCARTHY:	I should add for the benefit of everybody, the higher percentage you are willing to contribute, the better your chances become of getting the grant.  If this truck is taken out of service and the insurance companies find out about it, everybody's home insurance is going to take a jump because you're going to lose your rating.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Please don't write that down, Ray.  I see you writing.


 MR. MCCARTHY:	It's still functioning.  We're still holding a reading.  So, as long as Travis and the boys can keep that baby running, God bless them.


MR. SULLIVAN:	I think also a note to that since we started the ambulance service with the billing service, we could almost self—fund that.


MR. MCCARTHY:	Travis, maybe you want to update the group with the latest figures on the third—party billing.


CHIEF EASTHAM:	Last update I had —— she usually sends them toward the end of the month —— I think we brought in $6,500 or $7,000, somewhere in that area.  We still have around $50,000 pending with the insurance companies.  The insurance companies, they hold out 90 to 120 days on any bill no matter what it is.  No matter how small or large it is, they just sit on it and they collect the interest because no one pushes the issue, and they pay at the last second.  It's just like any other large corporation or insurance company.  So, it takes time.  Once you get rolling and money starts coming in, it will gradually keep going up because the bills get older as they go.  When you first start, it starts out really slow and then it starts taking off.  It took a while to get a lot of approvals through Medicare and Medicaid and all those to be a provider so we can accept payment from them.  That was a holdup for a few months —— a couple month in the beginning.  We got through all that application processes.  But it is bringing in a positive income.  It's not costing the residents a dime.  It only goes to the insurance companies.  Everything else is written off.  I think we've only written off, like, $800 in six months.  It's doing well.  It will keep picking up.

Probably 10, 12 years ago, the Village applied for a grant.  When they got the grant, they took on an extra officer and then they absorbed the cost of the extra person.  Some years back council passed an Ordinance upping the number of auxiliary policemen to 15 to help cover slots to cover absence and everything.  They also passed the Ordinance where officers only had to put 150 hours in every year.  


I know I've had some dialogue with some people on council.  If we would eliminate one full—time slot, we'd eliminate full—time pay and full—time benefits and the cost of one cruiser being replaced down the road, which is a significant cost savings.  I've had discussion with the Police Chief and he said he'd still like to have persons authorized.  I am not in favor of this. I feel that when we increased it to 15 and we also have an auxiliary sergeant who used to fill those slots.  Chief says he can't get people to fill the slots.  Out of 15 slots only seven or eight are filled at the moment.  


Every other department in the Village is taking cuts of some type, whether it be the Parks Department or Road Department.  If you look at any other community, they've all had cutbacks.  The plant has approximately half the population it used to have at its peak, and our population in the Village has gone down.  We do have a lot of expenditures, which are coming up.  We have roofs leaking.  We have fire trucks that need to be replaced and we have a limited amount of money to go out there.  I would still like to see this position be filled using part timers.  There's still eight slots.  And I will be voting no.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Other discussion?


 MR. SULLIVAN:	Yes, Mr. Mayor.  First of all, I think if we're going to cut services, it seems ludicrous to me that you would do it to the Police Department.  We're looking at $250,000 a year for dispatchers and then we're going to cut the number of police.  It don't make much sense to me.  


When he talks about cutting the number of employees at the plant, the number he's talking about, the 13,000 was reduced in 1979 and we've been right around from 6,000 to 7,000 ever since then.  And we've been growing in population regularly.  And we're doing a three—shift operation.  


I think the Village has a great opportunity to employ George.  He's been a police officer for 32 years with us.  We do it with part time, we're still paying the bill.  We still have to pay.  And Mr. Hill requested in the last Safety meeting that we force the auxiliary to work 20 hours a week.  If we did that, it would cost a heck of a lot more than it would cost to hire one full—time officer and it's a retirement that we're replacing.  So, I'll be voting yes and look forward to having George work with us.


MR. BOND:	I'd like to ask a question. Chief, you authorized 15.  Is it true that there's only about seven or eight active auxiliaries?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		I believe we have ten.


 MR. BOND:	How come the auxiliaries are not at full strength?  Don't you have applications?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		We do have applications.


 MR. BOND:			Are they qualified?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		Yeah, some of them are.


 MR. BOND:			I'm just curious as to why it isn't at full strength then.


 CHIEF MILHOAN:	Well, there is a cost that you incur when you take it to full strength.  I measure the number of auxiliaries we need by the amount of overtime that we incur.  I do the same thing with our part—time dispatchers. We only have five part—time dispatchers at this time.  We've had as many as nine.  But the five that we have work large amount of hours.  And we pay very, very little overtime to our dispatchers.  And as you know, somebody has to be in that seat all the time.  So, I gauge it the same way with our auxiliary officers.  I can go out and hire more auxiliaries.  By Ordinance, that's correct.  But we have to pay for vests.  We have to pay clothing allowance.  There's a cost to that.  Now, is it possible —— or is it likely that if you had 15 to choose from versus ten, would we fill a shift more often?  We probably would but not necessarily.  We have found out that when we go out and hire more individuals, we don't pay —— and don't take this the wrong way because I think our part—time officers are paid probably above average compared to other departments, but we don't pay enough for that to be their only job.  You can't ——


MR. BOND:	Well, they wouldn't expect an auxiliary policeman to be a full—time job.


CHIEF MILHOAN:	Right.  So my point is, the individuals that do work part—time for us obviously have to have other jobs.


MR. BOND:	It seems to me —— you run a three—shift operation.  If you had your auxiliary staffed to strength that you're authorized, there'd be a greater chance of getting them for the shift you need them.  


CHIEF MILHOAN:	There is a greater chance if you have 15 versus ten I would agree with you.  But that's not going to guarantee that you're going to cover everything.


 MR. BOND:			No.  I mean, there's no guarantees in life.


 CHIEF MILHOAN:	We are looking at applications, and I would say probably in the near future we will probably look at putting some more auxiliaries on.  We're going to have to buy some more weapons and things like that.  Because when the number increased —— we lost one weapon when Bob retired because he has the ability to buy his own.  So we had to provide him with a different weapon. There will be some cost associated to that.  But we are —— I think Captain Campbell would agree that we don't want to run it up to 15 just because we can.  We want to try to select the right man or woman for the job and try to get them to work as many hours as they can.  So, you know, our ——


MR. BOND:	I know when I was involved in law enforcement with the Sheriff's Department, the way often people got involved is they started out as an auxiliary with the hope that with that department or another department they would be able to procure full—time employment.


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		Correct ——


 MR. BOND:	There are other people that approached it —— I don't want to say —— as an avocation —— I'll put it that way ——


CHIEF MILHOAN:	We have that same situation, Bob. We have individuals that —— well, that was evidenced by this full—time position.  When I posted the position and four individuals applied, six did not.  And it's simply because they enjoy doing it part time and that's all they want.  And that's okay.  There's nothing wrong with that.  


 MR. BOND:			No.


 


CHIEF MILHOAN:	What we found in the past is —— and I can give you several names of individuals that we went through with this —— if we hire just individuals who want a full—time job, we don't have enough turnover to give them a full—time job.  So, generally we end up being a training ground and then they move on to other places.  I fully understand that.  There's no ill feelings. I'm just saying we have a big changeover.  So we looked at maybe directing our thoughts towards individuals who maybe didn't want full time thinking that they would stick around and stay for us.  Obviously, these are individuals that we've trained and we've invested a lot into them.  So we don't want to see them leave.  That's why when an individual like Mr. Collazo indicated he wanted to come back, that's a no—brainer.  Ray has even indicated that he would like to get into some part—time dispatching.  So we may be able to work something out —— 


 MR. BOND:			Cross training.


 CHIEF MILHOAN:	—— where he can work both positions.  It's tough to manage sometimes.  We want to be responsible for the Village's dollars, but we also want to cover the most shifts.  Obviously, we don't want officers out there by themselves because of safety reasons.  Captain Campbell, I think, does a tremendous job trying  to fill the shifts that he has to fill.  But we have noticed —— and he preaches this more than I do —— we have noticed that there just seems to be a lack of work ethic in our environment today.  It's not like it used to be.


MR. BOND:	I know when I did it, the auxiliaries at the Sheriff's Department were strictly unpaid.  Some people worked very little.  Other people worked 20/30 hours a week.


CHIEF MILHOAN:	We —— and I don't remember exactly what year it was —— but the condition of them putting in donated hours was cast by the wayside, and the reason for that was other departments were not requiring that.  So our department was having difficulty competing with other departments because we had men and women that said, "I can go work at this department and not be required to put any free time in."  So, that's kind of why we eliminated that.  They do put in 20 hours of free time the first three months.  We use that mainly for a training program to get them ready to go.  Then they are required to do what the Ordinance states that they do.  We discussed in our Safety meeting maybe next time during contract negotiations that area will have to be addressed. I have mixed feelings about that.  I understand where some of you are coming from.  You know, a commission —— to hold their peace officers' commission is important to them.  So if they want to continue to do that, they'll work whatever hours we require them to work.  But, again, that number was basically kind of agreed upon because we looked at other departments to see what their requirements were.  We were trying to keep ourselves in a position where our department was enticing to them and wanting them to come work for us.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Chief, I have a couple questions for you.  Didn't we have this discussion a few years ago?  


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		Yeah.


 


MAYOR CHAFFEE:		When we hired —— Patrick or ——


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		I think it was Michelle.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		That would have been how many years ago?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:	Michelle's been with us full time since '07 I want to say —— '07 or '08.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	When you knew that Officer Antal was going to retire, you did approach your committee about replacing him?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		I did.  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Prior to your selection of George, did anybody suggest that we cut the department by one?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		I never heard that.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Thank you.


 MR. MCCARTHY:	I have a comment, Mr. Mayor. Here we are bringing in a new business with 160 employees.  I fail to see why when we're doing that, we would want to cut our Police Department.  I for one will be voting in favor of Mr. Ebling.  I think he will be a great asset to this community.  He has been in the past, and I'm sure that will continue.


CHIEF MILHOAN:	Mr. Mayor, I'd also like to make a comment.  We used to have four individuals on day turn.  When we —— as Mr. Hill stated, we used to have the part—timers cover our weekends and day turn shift, afternoon shift, they covered the weekend pretty much.  Except for midnight turn, they covered the whole weekend. When we went back up to our original number of nine, we decided at that point to try to cover the whole shift, 24/7, 365, with all full—time individuals and just use our auxiliary officers for sick, vacation, personal days, training days, compensation days, and that's what we do right now.  So the hours that our auxiliaries used to work was somewhere around 5,000 a year total.  That is obviously way down because we're not relying on them as much.  But the thing I want to point out is the way we did that is we went from four individuals on day turn to three.  Day turn is made up of myself, Captain Campbell, and Chris Bordonaro, who is our detective, but also our patrol officer.  There are occasions when we'll bring a part—time officer out on day turn if we know Chris is going to be tied up —— obviously, I'm sure you all can understand that many times our investigations just don't stay within our borders.  He's required to leave and do follow ups and things like that.  Captain Campbell is running cruisers from one place to another.  We lost the ability to even —— simple things like changing a tire when it gets a flat.  We have to run that all the way out to Sandy's Tires or Diane Sauer Chevrolet.  We don't have the ability to stay here locally.  Our Road Department does a great job on our maintenance of our cruisers when they can.  But there are times —— and it doesn't happen very often.  And I'm not complaining.  I'm just trying to paint the picture for you —— there are times when Detective Bordonaro is running prisoners from Newton Falls Court to  the County jail and back where Captain Campbell is chasing cars or whatever and I'm the only one in the Village on day turn.  And I don't have a problem answering calls and I'm a working Chief.  I understand that.  But I guess the picture I'm trying to paint is we're not fat.  We've cut —— Mr. Hill mentioned that all departments have cut.  Take a look at my overtime.  We used to average anywhere from 110 to 130 hours of overtime a month.  If you look at my overtime since 2003, I think it speaks for itself.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		What do you average now?  


 CHIEF MILHOAN:	I'm going to say 40.  And I'm going to say that out of those 40 hours of overtime, 28 to 30 is probably court time.  I have no control over that.  When our officers are subpoenaed for court, they have to appear in court.  They receive three hours of overtime whether they're there three hours or three minutes.  That's beyond my control.  And the Court has worked well with us to try to reduce that.  You're always going to have some overtime.  I think through Captain Campbell's efforts, we've gotten it down to pretty much where we can get it down to.  I think we have saved a tremendous amount of money in that area.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Thank you.  Other comments?


 MRS. WILSON:		Yes.  George, I have known you for a long time, right?


 MR. EBLING:		Yes, ma'am.


 MRS. WILSON:		I supported you for Streets Superintendent; did I not?  


 MR. EBLING:		Yes, ma'am, you did.


 MRS. WILSON:	Had no problems with that.  However, on March 31st, I did send an e—mail to the Mayor and Council and the Chief about some reservations that I had about this appointment presently.  One was litigation that we're about to embark upon.  Two is a retire/rehire policy.  Three is that so far our retire/rehires have been hired back at 70 percent.  Has this been addressed?  It has not.  And with this litigation in mind, which is the greatest concern of mine and that Mr. Ebling will be a part of this litigation, I do not know —— nobody knows right now, and I'd rather not elaborate more on that due to the fact that it is in litigation.  I would like to amend the motion to have this considered following the conclusion of the litigation.  That way we would have plenty of time to rid ourselves of any doubt or any qualms that we have with the litigation and the candidate.  We could establish a retire/rehire policy.  This is negotiations year.  We could easily come up with that. And we could also establish whether or not retire/rehires, including the Police Department, would be coming back at 70 percent, seeing that they are a rehire.  Right now I would say better safe than sorry.  This is something we have not, on occasion, heeded in the past.  It has cost us.  That's all I have to say.


MR. SULLIVAN:	I'd just like to add to what Mary Jane said, is the letter that I got back from Mr. Dutton said that the litigation should not be used as a reason not to hire him.


 MRS. WILSON:		That's not what he said.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		It's in the letter right here, Mary Jane.


 MRS. WILSON:		Read it then.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	"Because of the uncertain nature of litigation, that should not be the sole reason why a member of Village Council should reject Mr. Ebling's nomination as a full—time police officer for the Village of Lordstown."





MRS. WILSON:	And the sentence prior to that, "Assuming", read that.  That's exactly what I stated in my March 31st inquiry.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		May I say something ——


 MRS. WILSON:		It all depends on how you interpret it.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	You're the key guy here, so we'd like to hear what you have to say.


MR. ZOLDAN:	I'm not the key guy. George, I'd get you a job with the FBI if you want.  Want me to get you a job with the FBI?  It would be a lot easier.  I will make this short ——


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		I think he would like a job with us.  


 MR. ZOLDAN:	—— I'll make this quick.  I believe, Chief —— I'm going to really put you on the line here —— I believe I asked you if George was going to be rehired what would his rate be.  I believe you told me it would be at the new rate, not the old rate.  Am I correct on that?  


CHIEF MILHOAN:	He'd be at step one.  There's a —— currently under the Collective Bargaining Agreement, there's a four step —— 


MR. ZOLDAN:	But it's a new rate.  It's not the rate that an original policeman has?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		No.  All of my full—time officers are at step four.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	That's the first thing.  Second thing is, I'm going to have to ask you right on the spot, George, how many Mayors have you served under?


 MR. EBLING:		Probably all of them.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	One, two, three, four, five, six, seven.  Well, let me tell you something, I believe if I'm right, the Mayor —— the auxiliary police officer serves at the pleasure of the Mayor.  And the Mayor can get rid of them without any excuse.  I could be wrong on that statement, but I believe you did go under seven and you're still here.  I did go down to the police station —— I let George know it.  It was not behind his back —— I did check his file and he had no complaints.  Am I right or wrong on that, Chief?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		That's correct.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	I didn't look at all his training.  I did not look at that. I had  said, "George, I'm really concerned about this lawsuit.  I really am.  I have to tell you people I am.  And his answer was, "Do you think I would perjure myself? Do you remember saying that?


 MR. EBLING:		Yes, sir, I do.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	I don't think you would perjure yourself whether auxiliary or regular.  Apparently, it would be the same.  Am I right or am I wrong, Chief?


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		Correct.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	I have to tell you right now, no matter what I do up here, it ain't going to be pleasant for me after this meeting.  In my vision, it's going to be 3:3.  The Mayor is going to break the tie or if it's 4:2 he's not going to break it.  I'll give you the decision when it's my time to vote.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Other discussion?


 MR. MCCARTHY:	Mr. Mayor, I think councilwoman Wilson asked me to amend my motion, and I will not.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Other discussion?


 


MR. HILL:	I just got a clarification.  I was at the last Safety meeting.  You wouldn't know it because the comments I made weren't in the minutes.  I have no problem.  George served under me as Street Commissioner.  George served under me as auxiliary.  This isn't about the person.  It's about the position. I did send a letter to the Mayor to that effect saying that I did have some concerns.  


The lawsuit we're talking about is our sewer lawsuit, which George was involved in a little bit.  There's two words which we kind of lost touch about.  That was seamless liability.  We lost that when we hired a firm other than CT to do the inspection services.  Now we have several lawsuits which are derived basically from that and due to the fact that George was employed by one of the companies, I kind of feel that could possibly murk up the waters a little bit.  I know George would not perjure himself.  I have no problem with George.  But I think sometimes when you have litigation going on, there's a lot more issues going on than what the public knows.  That's my concern.  That's it.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Thank you.  Go ahead.


 MRS. WILSON:	I would like to make that motion to amend that this be considered following the litigation —— the conclusion of the litigation.  I think that is very important.


 CHIEF MILHOAN:		Mr. Mayor, am I allowed to comment on that?


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		No.  Is there a second?  


 MR. HILL:			I'll second that.   


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Clerk Hall, call a roll on that one, please.


 MRS. HALL:			What are we doing?


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Mrs. Wilson made a motion that we not consider employing a full—time police officer until after litigation.


 SOLICITOR DUTTON:	Motion to amend Mr. McCarthy's motion.


 MRS. HALL:			Okay.  Mr. Bond?


 MR. BOND:			Yes.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Hill?


 MR. HILL:			Yes.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Sullivan?


 MR. SULLIVAN:		No.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. McCarthy?


 MR. MCCARTHY:		No.


 MRS. HALL:			Mrs. Wilson?


 MRS. WILSON:		Yes.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Zoldan?


 MR. ZOLDAN:		No.





(VOTE:  3, AYE; 3, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.)





MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Any other discussion?  We have a motion and we have a second, had discussion. Clerk Hall, would you call a roll, please.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		She did.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		That was on the amendment. 


 MR. ZOLDAN:		I'm sorry.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		This is on the motion to employ Mr. Ebling.


 SOLICITOR DUTTON:	Per the nomination of the Mayor.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Bond?


 MR. BOND:			No.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Hill?


 MR. HILL:			No.


 MRS. HALL?			Mr. McCarthy


 MR. MCCARTHY:		Yes.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Sullivan?


 MR. SULLIVAN:		Yes.


 MRS. HALL:			Mrs. Wilson?


 MRS. WILSON:		No.


 MRS. HALL:			Mr. Zoldan?


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Yes.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	It's 3:3.  I break the tie with a yes vote. (VOTE:  4, AYE; 3, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.) Congratulations, George.  


 Other items council wishes to bring up under new business?  


 MR. HILL:	Yes.  I'd like to make a motion based on the recommendation from the Utility Committee that we authorize Charles Rhiel and William Hanna of Walter and Haverfield to issue a notice to issue a default letter to Marucci and Gaffney.


 MRS. WILSON:		Second.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Moved by Mr. Hill, second by Mrs. Wilson.  Discussion? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor?


 COUNCIL:			Aye.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Unanimous.


Mr. McCarthy, did you want to make a motion on the fire truck percentage?


MR. MCCARTHY:	Yes.  I'd like to make a motion that we grant up to 20 percent towards the grant of a new fire truck.


 MR. BOND:			Second.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Moved by Mr. McCarthy, second by Mr. Bond to go to 20 percent of a matching fund on our application for the fire truck grant.  Discussion?  


MR. ZOLDAN:	I'll go along with that.  I have no problem on that.  I really think, though, we should go 25, and I'll tell you why.  Most people go 80/20.  I'd rather see an extra five.  And I don't know —— and I'm only asking —— I don't know, Mr. Mayor, if we could, like, just so you get a lot of money from the ambulance service, I don't know whether we can take that money strictly for the fire truck or not or if it has to go into the general fund. Maybe that money could go towards that.  But I'd really like to see 25 percent to give us the edge.


 MR. MCCARTHY:		I will amend my motion to 25 percent.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		Second.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	The motion has been amended to 25 percent, moved and seconded by Mr. Sullivan.  Discussion?


MRS. WILSON:	Now, are you going to take the allotted amount or the suggested amount or what we're going to have from third—party insurance to apply to that and make that a part of your motion?  Because we don't know what our finances are going to be at the end of the year.  This was not a part of any of our planning.


MR. MCCARTHY:	I think to clarify, number one, that won't occur this year.  By the end of the year we will probably know whether or not we have the grant.  But you're probably looking at a year to 18 months before you see a fire truck.  That's number one.  Secondly, from my discussion with Bill Blank, we cannot specify where that money goes.  It goes into the general fund ——


 MRS. WILSON:		General fund.  I'm aware of that.


MR. MCCARTHY:	—— then it can go out of there.  For instance, this year we have appropriated $40,000 in the budget for third—party billing.  If Travis would spend all of his money this year, he's going to spend that $40,000.  It was incorporated that way.  Now next year we can change that perhaps because it will be next year before you will be spending any money.  Travis, are you disagreeing with that?  


 CHIEF EASTHAM:		No.


 MR. MCCARTHY:	We're not going to see the truck until the end of next year at best.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Attorney Dutton wants to speak.


 SOLICITOR DUTTON:	Mrs. Wilson's question is very relevant because once you approve legislation authorizing the submission of this grant, the Clerk has to encumber funds.  And the Clerk will need to know from what account to encumber these funds.  You cannot just say we'll worry about that next year.  You really have to identify, once the application is filed, where those funds are going to be encumbered.  So, I would suggest, for purposes of this exercise, someone should identify the source of those funds.


MR. MCCARTHY:	My problem with identifying the third—party billing, that's an unknown.


SOLICITOR DUTTON:	I'm not saying that's what you have to do, but you do have capital funds.  You have other funds where you would freeze that amount.


MR. SULLIVAN:	Now the third—party billing goes into the general fund, correct?  


 MRS. WILSON:		Right.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		So, if we encumber it out of the general fund ——


 MR. ZOLDAN:		It's a capital improvement ——


 SOLICITOR DUTTON:	Judy needs a number.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Travis, when does this application have to be submitted?


 MR. ZOLDAN:		We don't have a number right now.


 CHIEF EASTHAM:		Beginning of June.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE		June 1st?


 CHIEF EASTHAM:		Well, it's like the first or second week is the deadline.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	If we research this prior to our next meeting —— our next meeting is June 6th, I believe.  Does that give you enough time to submit this.


CHIEF EASTHAM:	Yeah. That will run it close.  I mean, it's not an easy application.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	I understand.  I guess the tough part is, it's hard for us to sit up here tonight and say where the money is going to come from without looking at it.


MRS. HALL:	Mr. Mayor, as working as the fiscal officer of this Village, I would say right now that the money is available in the general fund to do whatever we want.  And as Mrs. Wilson knows, we are padding the general funds and then she transfers it into capital if she approves the expenditure.  I know it's up to this council as a whole to decide where they're going to transfer the money from the general fund, but I would also like to add that the income taxes from General Motors with the production that they have been doing —— which everybody is grateful for —— is going to increase our estimated revenue in the taxes this year, which means we will be putting more money into the general fund.  I know we have outstanding debts, but we also have money set aside to pay some of those debts,  the majority of the debts, except for this final, east side project.  We don't know what that is going to end up.  However, there is no question in my mind as —— in the position that I serve here that the money should be transferred from the general fund into the capital improvement fund, our local share, because it is a capital project.  Anything $500 or more and is going to last more than five years —— I hope —— is a capital project.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		We need a number.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		20 percent, we're looking at $110,000 ——


 MR. ZOLDAN:		25.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		25 percent would be about $137,500.


 MRS. HALL:			I've answered your question.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		We'll have a number next meeting.


 MRS. WILSON:		I have ——


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		You can live with next meeting?


 CHIEF EASTHAM:	Yeah, just as long as I walk out of here that day with a number because if not we're ——


 MR. MCCARTHY:		When does it have to be in, Travis?


 CHIEF EASTHAM:	It's like the first or second week in June.  It's going to be close.


 MR. MCCARTHY:		I think in June you're going to bypass ——


 CHIEF EASTHAM:	I think it's June 14th, somewhere in there —— six, seven days to get it done.


MR. MCCARTHY:	Not that there's any relevance, Mr. Mayor, but previous council prior to Stanley and I coming on had $100,000 in that replacement truck fund.  It was taken out of that fund and put in the general fund.  So, I sure don't have a problem putting it back.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	One of the things that I would like to see council move towards next year, for many years until we really got crunched, the Mayor was given a dollar figure to allocate a capital improvement budget for all the departments, including the fire truck replacement fund.  And conditions dictated that we had to go away from that because we didn't know what it would be.  I would hope that whoever is on council —— beginning of next year whoever is sitting in this chair that council move to consider moving back to that.  I think it was a much better system for our department heads.  I think it was a much better system for a long—term planning, like fire trucks and things of that sort.  So I would encourage whoever is here to give that some consideration.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		We had a capital improvement ——


 MR. BOND:	I called you in March on that and there was over $200,000, and I asked you if you were going to have recommendations for it.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	The way it is right now everything is in council emergency fund. 


 


 MRS. HALL:			Not everything.


 MR. BOND:			No, there was money in capital ——


 MRS. HALL:			The bulk of it is in the general fund.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Most of capital improvement —— here's how the system used to work. They used to give me a dollar figure.  They used to give me a priority list or whoever the Mayor was. And I made everybody unhappy by separating it.  Then council had to improve it ——


MR. ZOLDAN:	It used to be every department had a capital improvement fund.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Right.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	And that was one thing when I came on I couldn't understand why it went away.  Now if we go back to that capital improvement fund, long term, we shouldn't have no problems.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 	I agree.


 MRS. WILSON:	I have a comment. Tonight we passed an Ordinance that took eight deductions from our cushion accounts that Judy mentioned.  We put money back for emergencies and here it is May and we're drawing on these accounts already.  So you can understand my concern. We also have a $10 million debt hanging over our head plus two extra million in additional sums for the sewers.  We have roads that need repaired.  These aren't small bucks.  We have another cruiser that the Chief wants, and we have other departments that have been put on hold and have not been given the things that they might need to operate more efficiently.  There's a wish list out there for everybody.  There really is.  And the only thing that we can do is take all of this into consideration and as Finance chairman, as the money comes in, then we take these items and put them on the agenda or whatever close to the end of the year.


Now, be it said, we are putting out, what, in payments for our debt —— 


 MR. ZOLDAN:		$700,000 a year.


 MRS. WILSON:	—— reduction.  More than that because we have the additional two million on top of that.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Mary Jane, when I said quit the borrowing ——


 MRS. HALL:	Now that we're on the debts, Mary Jane, and you opened the topic.  I would like to say that this council better get off the pot and make a decision.  Are we going to continue paying for this loan, the interest on it because this last loan we got we're paying a high rate of interest on it.  We're making payments but we're not using the money, which is stupid to me.  Because we're not making enough on that money to offset what we're paying.


MR. HILL:	Judy, I think at one of the next Utility meetings, we're going to make a motion to close that loan out because when I made the motion for default and everything, we were holding back some of that money to see what we were going to do with the force main on Hallock—Young.  Now, since we won't be putting the money out for that, I think we can probably close that loan out.  


 MRS. WILSON:		We don' know ——


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Wait, wait, wait ——


 MRS. HALL:			Wait a minute, Stanley ——


MR. ZOLDAN:	What we agreed on was we're going to have to stop with this Hallock—Young because it's such a mess and then after we go to arbitration, then whatever happens after that.  But if we have to, maybe six months down the road or seven months if we lose arbitration, we're going to have to come up with a couple hundred thousand dollars to redo that thing.  Right now it is on hold.  I don't think I'd close that loan out just yet.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Okay.  I think those are all discussions for a future time.  We certainly have time before the next meeting to have those discussions.


MR. HILL:	I just have one other comment, Mr. Mayor.  We're talking about all this money but Mr. Zoldan made us an offer in the past.  He's a day—trader, so maybe he can get us some quick money. (Laughter.)  


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Times are tough.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Other motions under new business?  


 MR. SULLIVAN:	I'd like to make a motion to have the Clerk advertise for a public hearing regarding Chapter 1165, Signage.  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Moved.  Is there a second?


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Second.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Second by Mr. Zoldan. Discussion?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor? 


 COUNCIL:			Aye.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.)


 MR. HILL:			I believe Mr. McCarthy has another one.


 MR. MCCARTHY:	I make a motion to go into executive session to discuss police personnel, inviting all of council, the Solicitor and Chief Milhoan.


 MRS. WILSON:		Purpose?  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Personnel ——


 MR. MCCARTHY:		Personnel in the Police Department.


 SOLICITOR DUTTON:	Actually, it's personnel discipline.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Is there a second?  


 MR. HILL:			Second. 


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Second by Mr. Hill.  After which when we return —— we'd go after additional public remarks.  Upon coming back, no business accept to adjourn?  


 MR. MCCARTHY:		We might have some action to be taken.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		So potential for action.


 SOLICITOR DUTTON:	It could.  


 MR. HILL:			I don't think we're going to be that long.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		But there may be action to take afterwards.  Okay.


Anything else under new business?  (NO RESP0NSE FROM COUNCIL.)


Additional public remarks?  Seeing none, we're going to adjourn —— I'm sorry.  I'm so sorry.  Jodie, I didn't see your hand up.


MS. CIRIELLO:	My name is Jodie Ciriello, and I live at 631 Salt Springs Road.  I have a water issue going on, and I live right beside Brookhollow.  I was here previously and I questioned —— there was an easement hearing held at one time.  It was for the property between the dentist's property and on the corner lot, which I think is Hunt now that owns that property.  There was a hearing and it was denied.  He couldn't get an easement because he didn't have the property to build.  He wanted it 60 foot instead of 40.  Well, in the meantime, it was denied, but they brought in dump trucks and dirt and filled it and bulldozed it back to the stream.  


I live on the opposite side of the stream, and they say that it's a flood —— In everything that has been applied for, like, for building permits, it's always from the back of the house back is flood zone and somehow it always gets passed that there's something built there and it's not a flood zone.  I'd like to know how this is happening because all the way around me I'm getting —— just build—up all the way around me.  I have pictures.  The pond that was built in the flood zone to get this property going to begin with, it's up higher than my property.  I had Trumbull County Soil come out and they looked at it.  I have wetlands on my property.  That property was closer to the stream and it's lower than mine.  Now all of a sudden it sits real high up.  It's not flood zone.  It's not wetlands or anything.  I can't get my property to dry and that's where it goes.  


I lost my driveway two times.  There was a new garage placed in the back that was supposed to be flood zone.  It was placed in the back of the corner property.  From the time I've lived there for 20 years never had my driveway washed out.  The last two times —— we've had a lot of rain and water.  I understand that —— but that brand new garage was all the way up covered with water.  It's unnecessary.  Then two guys come running through after we have this last one and there was a gas well they had to shut off because they were afraid it was going to blow up.  This pond overflowed.  I have pictures of it.  The water went so high, and this pond is high.  I mean, you have to step up off of my property to get to it.  The water rose because the water can't get through like it's supposed to and wash out in that flood plain.  So it went up over that stream and came down through the center of my property instead of staying within the banks like it's supposed to.  It had a mind of its own.  That's very dangerous, very dangerous to me.  I just want to know when it's going to stop and what kind of help I can get.


All of us that live down on that end, we were there first.  I mean, we didn't break any violations or anything building our homes and then we're told that our houses shouldn't have been built to begin with.  I don't think that's very fair.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		You got history on that, Ron?


 MR. BARNHART:	A lot of history; 20 years of history.  Me and Mrs. Ciriello and her attorney have met on this several times and her attorney has told her what the problem is.  She won't listen to her attorney.  I can't tell you anything.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Again, this is an ongoing process for years —— 


 MS. CIRIELLO:	So we have a flood zone.  So how do we get from the corner property of Hunt's —— it's now Hunt's property —— initially when they started to develop that property, everything from behind that house back was supposed to be flood zone.  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Okay.


 MS. CIRIELLO:	So the swimming pool was even in the flood zone, but they got somebody to come in and they got somebody to survey it to say that they could put the pool in.  Now a brand new garage was put in last fall in the flood zone and it's down lower than I am.  I don't understand how —— because we pay a surveyor and they come out and say it's not a flood zone.


MR. HILL:	I was at the property, the house at the corner when it was flooding.  I got on my phone and I got video of the rapids going through your front yard ——


 MS. CIRIELLO:		You should ——


 MR. HILL:	The gentlemen, Hunt, I just met him.  He said he had surveyors come out to determine the hundred year flood plain.  They had put the hundred year flood plain right behind where the garage was.  I'm just telling you what I was told.  I'm not sticking up for anyone.  He said where he built it, the house —— the garage was out of the hundred year flood plain.  Course, now you shouldn't have a flood for 200 years.


MS. CIRIELLO:	But now how many people have lived here and have seen, before that development ever went in, that corner piece of property was always under water whenever the banks —— because that's where the stream turns and it washes out on that bank.  Now there's a garage sitting there because there's been a wall that the garage sits on to stop it.  So the only place it can go is in the back now.  And it doesn't flood my property; it goes through that property then comes back through the front.  


I haven't filled on my property to where that would be flooding, causing any flooding.  Now it's coming down through the center of my property over top of that pond.  That concerns me.


MR. HILL:	You just wanted to know how it could get built.  He did have a surveyor come out —— and Ron would probably know this also —— he had a gentleman come out and he had staked out where the hundred year flood plain was.  Now, you know, due to the fact it came up past the garage —— and I agree, it was a mess.  But you wanted to know how it was built.  He hired on his own someone to come determine the flood plain.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		Is that the new flood plain?


 MR. BARNHART:	He hired him because we told him he had to hire him.  We would not allow him to build a garage until they had the flood plain delineated and he built back as far as he could.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Is that property where that excavator —— I call it a backhoe 


 MS. CIRIELLO:		Yes.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		That's your property?  


 MS. CIRIELLO:		It's my property.  


 MR. ZOLDAN:	Is that your property where that —— I'm not a construction guy.  I call it a steam shovel.  I hate to tell you that.  Are you the property that has the steam shovel on it?


 MS. CIRIELLO:		Yes.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	I've got to tell you something.  I was out there.  I was out there to the neighbor next to you, and his road was washed away from there to the garage, that bridge or whatever you call it was washed away.  Now I was out there.  


 MS. CIRIELLO:		Mine is also washed away.  I have pictures of it.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	The water this last time —— and we were called out.  They came out to the house and got me.  We were all over this Village.  And the water was just tremendous all over the Village.  But I noticed you with that excavator —— whatever you call that damn thing —— I noticed that you were digging ——


MS. CIRIELLO:	No.  What happened was, I had the Trumbull County Soil come out and they told me that the dirt piled on the west end, which is the pond, is stopping the water from running off my property.  Mr. Barnhart also got a copy of that letter.  When he came out to my home, he told me it was the culvert pipe that was placed there before I even bought the property.  So I was trying to get my property to dry off since I can't get it to dry off.  I was having that dirt moved over against my driveway because I'm moving my driveway.


MR. ZOLDAN:	What happened was —— let me help you out.  I really don't want to get into a neighborhood dispute.  I really don't.  I have enough problems right now —— but the people go down there, they called me out because they were complaining because you moved that dirt —— and I don't know who is right or wrong —— and all the water was coming down to them.  The guy with the garage, all the water there over to that garage and their garage was floating away.  It was unbelievable.  I don't know who is right; and I don't know who is wrong.  But I would say if you're in a flood zone ——


MS. CIRIELLO:	Because I was told to dig a swell to have the water stopped from staying on my property.  That's what I was told to do.


 MR. BARNHART:		Who told you to do that?  


 MS. CIRIELLO:		You did.  You told me to dig a swell ——


 MR. BARNHART:		Do you have it in writing? 


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Ron ——


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Ron, Ron.


 MR. CIRIELLO:		You know something ——


 MR. BARNHART:		She can tell a story.  I can tell a story, too.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Ron, Ron —— Let's get all the facts and then we'll move forward with it.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		The problem is, like I said, there's so much water.


 MS. CIRIELLO:	Every time I bring anything up, it's been wetlands.  I asked about wetlands.  He said, I don't deal with wetlands ——


 MR. BARNHART:		I don't ——


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Ron.


 MS. CIRIELLO:	Then it's flood zone.  Back in the development the banks are built up.  The Trumbull County Soil came out, the banks have been built up.  You cannot build up banks and expect a hundred year flood plain —— everybody has the water going where they want it.  I'm trying to get my property —— I haven't hauled anything in.  Where that excavator is, I moved the dirt over because that's what he told me was holding up the water.  It was that culvert pipe that was there before when I bought the property.  It was that dirt that was blocking the bank because I have a copy if you want to read the Trumbull County Soil Conservation ——


 MR. ZOLDAN:		What did they tell you to do?  


 MS. CIRIELLO:	They told me that it was the dirt at the other end that was on the west end of my property, which is where this pond was constructed in the flood plain and they told me to try to, like, try to dig a swell —— like to maybe trench it —— 


 MR. BARNHART:		They told you? 


 MS. CIRIELLO:		But they said ——


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Please, Ron.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Ron, Ron —— please, enough. Just let her speak.


 MS. CIRIELLO:		You know what ——


 MR. HILL:			Ron, I think you ought to be quiet.


 MS. CIRIELLO:	I'm going to tell you what, I've been going through this since 2001.  The reason that I even had to call FEMA because I called FEMA in Columbus because I kept coming to you and you wouldn't answer my questions.  Then I got ahold of Cindy Cornelious and then I got a letter two days after she sent me a letter that you were my FEMA representative.  You were supposed to be the one overseeing the flood issues.  And when there's problems being caused because of flooding, how can you let somebody go in and fill in a flood plain and put it up above.  I mean, there's wetlands there.  I asked you about the wetlands a long time ago. You said I don't know about the wetlands.  Then if I ask you where they were putting something you said, oh I don't know about the flood —— when they were filling in the property next door, we had an easement hearing and they were denied it between the dentist and the other one.  So I call you one day and you said you were there.  I called Mr. Chaffee and Mr. Chaffee said that they were dumping clippings.  They were bulldozing dirt back to the stream.  Where is that water supposed to go?


 MR. BARNHART:		Can I answer ——


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	No.  Let's just —— obviously, we're not going to resolve anything ——


 MS. CIRIELLO:		We're not.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		—— right now.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		We will.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	I'll be happy to take what you have and pursue it.  In the past we've had our Village Engineer out.  This was prior to Lesley.


MS. CIRIELLO:	Well, here is a copy of one of the things that came from Trumbull County.  I have plenty more things.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:`	Okay.  Right.


 MS. CIRIELLO:	This is wetlands.  Maronen's house is right in the middle —— smack in the middle of the wetlands.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		Mr. Mayor, would you care if me and Lesley went out there 				to her house?


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		No, not at all.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	I'll make you a promise.  These people know I'll keep my promise.  Me and Lesley will make arrangements.  We'll go out there and we'll see —— don't worry.  She gets paid good money, believe me.  We'll go out there and we will try to get this thing resolved.


MS. GORDON:	It's not going to be me.  I need to bring somebody from my office that is qualified to do this.


 


MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Okay.


 MS. GORDON:		I need to bring someone else from my office to do this.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		But there is somebody that can?


 MS. GORDON:		Yes.


 MR. ZOLDAN:	Okay.  If somebody else can do that.  I'll get with you later and we'll get arrangements to see if we can't get them down and see if we can't get this thing —— see what is going on.  How is that, ma'am?  And I was out there during that big rain.  I was at your neighbor's in his driveway where it was washed away.  It was just a mess.


MR. HILL:	I will say one thing that was really odd about his rain.  There was one ——


MS. CIRIELLO:	This last time it went up so quick and it wasn't even that much.


MR. HILL:	It went up quick but then right down the street —— actually it's the second house on Springs that side on this side.  I have gone by there before where the guy was standing in water this deep in front of his garage.  There wasn't any water coming out on the other side, none at all.  I was out there with the Street Commissioner and there was no water coming through there at all.  You've got it all or they got some this way.  But that one section right there where it always flooded out, they have no water at all.  And I don't know how that happened.


MS. CIRIELLO:	The way the stream goes, it's not actually —— it goes in front of my property.  But when it comes down along the side, it's in between where they put the pond in Brookhollow.  They have bridges to get to the property. 


MR. ZOLDAN:	Ma'am, I've got my neighbor, he's suing me because my water is going —— I've got enough problems.  Now he's suing me because the water is coming on his property.


MS. CIRIELLO:	It could be the middle of summer and I'm sinking because it's wetlands.


 MR. ZOLDAN:		I will get with her.  We'll see what we can do about it.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Jodie, I'll take that stuff and I'll try to arrange ——


 MS. CIRIELLO:		These are bits and pieces of things.  I have the rest at home.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		These are all copies I can keep?


 MS. CIRIELLO:	This is a copy I got from the Trumbull County Soil.  They also mentioned that there were no storm drains —— they were out and they saw no storm sewers in the development.  This is where it was denied and this is where it was filled when they did the road already and here is the bulldozer.  


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		And you have copies of all this?  


 MS. CIRIELLO:	And this is the pond under water that is over top of me.  That is where they had to go back and shut the gas well.  They had to get access to the neighbors' property to go shut the gas well off.  


 MR. ZOLDAN:		You have her name and phone number?


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		We have it.  Yes, sir.


 MR. GROSS:			I'd like to add —— 


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		That's fine.  You have to come up to the microphone.


 MR. GROSS:	I've lived here for 41 years.  I know a little bit more about it.  I'm not good at speaking in public ——








MAYOR CHAFFEE:	That's okay.  We just need your name and address for the record.


MR. GROSS:	The pond that she is talking about was built up a good six foot.  I've hunted there since I have been in Lordstown.  And since 2002 since we put these four complexes on 45 up here, east of Lordstown, we've had lots more water, lots more runoff come down through there.  We do have a water problem.  My basement has been flooded one time since I've been there, and that was my fault.  Since 2002 —— excuse me, since the big rain and snow you had this year, it's been flooded twice.  The water, I have never seen the water over top of the road in 41 years until this year.  Never have I seen it over the road.  I've had three inches of water in my basement.  It's something up stream that's causing more runoff.  God bless  that pump house. You need to put a wall around it.


 MRS. WILSON:		Lyle, state your name and address.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		For the record.


 MR. GROSS:	My name is Lyle Gross. I live at 591 Salt Springs Road.  I've lived there for 41 years.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:		Thank you, sir.


 MR. GROSS:	I know this creek from there to where it begins.  It's a lot more runoff than you guys realize.  Something needs to be done in that area to take the water away.  I don't think it's the house alone.  No it's not.  Somebody needs to look into it that knows what they're looking at.


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Thank you.  Other public remarks? (NO RESPONSE.) Hearing none, we're going to adjourn to executive session.


(Council adjourned at 8:20 p.m. to executive session and returned to the meeting at 8:50 p.m.)


MAYOR CHAFFEE:	We would like to reconvene and I will open the floor to motions.


MR. MCCARTHY:	Yes, Mr. Mayor.  Upon the advice of legal counsel, James G. Luonuansuu has violated the last chance agreement with the Lordstown Village reached on or about May 17, 2010, and making a motion to reconvene the disciplinary hearing between the Village of Lordstown, James G. Luonuansuu, the Ohio Patrolman's Benevolent Association, Members of Council, Mayor, Chief of Police and the Village Solicitor to proceed accordingly.  


 MRS. WILSON:		Second.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Moved by Mr. McCarthy, second by Mrs. Wilson.  Discussion?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor? 


 COUNCIL:			Aye.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.) Unanimous on that motion.  


 				I will entertain a motion to adjourn.


 MR. HILL:			So moved.


 MR. SULLIVAN:		Second.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:	Moved by Mr. Hill, second by Mr. Sullivan.  Any objection? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)  Hearing none, we are adjourned.
