But Tina, who is to my left in the back, we're recommending her for part—time dispatching. To her right is Robin Wells, and Robin will be working the full—time position dispatch, the float shift.

The only thing I have, Ohio Edison is offering some incentives for some different lighting fixtures.  One of them is traffic lights. We have until October 11 if we want to take advantage of it.  In a nutshell, they're offering a $45 rebate for a purchase of an LED light.  The average price for an LED light is around $80, $75 to $80.  So it's a reimbursement—type of grant where they're reimburse us $45.  The savings on an LED is about 10 percent of the cost that an incandescent bulb is.  So we have seven intersections left without LED.  Ballpark figure is about $11,400 to replace them.  Ohio Edison then would reimburse us about $6,800.

If there are any questions, they will be brought into the next meeting for payment.  One is, I believe, $21,000, the other around $4,000.  Lesley e—mailed everybody the time table and why they should have been paid.  And the Utility Committee has been working on a lot of change orders.  We're finding some slight discrepancies.  There will be some slight change orders coming in to change a couple grinder pumps and take out one 8 and take out a 12 and basically flip those.  

Appreciate Mr. Harrison and Mr. Platt, they have been helping me out immensely when we go out on site.  Then during the Utility meetings, we have a meeting and then if we have any discrepancies or issues that are going out, we are going out and viewing them so everybody knows what is going on.  So there will be a couple change orders coming in but not big bucks.  When they come in, you'll see them on the agenda.
