From that will go into the deficit —— not deficit, the fund that ——

MR. HILL:
Yes. We have a meeting Thursday at 8:30.  We are wrapping up a lot of loose ends. We have one piece of legislation pertaining to litigation for CT Consultants.  We'd like to see that passed.  

I did ask Mr. Blank to compile —— I just picked up the report this evening —— but so far additional expenses we've had over and above our contract, paying contractors: Walter and Haverfield, we've paid out $69,331.32; Harrington, Hoppe and Mitchell, we paid out $130,000 over litigation over the sewer project; and CT Consultants, we've paid out $142,000 additional.  I just thought that would be noteworthy to bring up.  

 MR. ZOLDAN:

What's the total?  

 MR. HILL:
Approximately $342,000 so far.  That doesn't include the overages and everything else.  That's just additional consultants and legal fees.  It's about $342,000.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

And we haven't even started the lawsuits yet.

 MRS. WILSON:

What's $140,000?  That's for who?

 MR. HILL:


$142,000 for CT Consultants to wrap up.

 MRS. WILSON:

And 69 ——

 MR. HILL:
$69,331 for Walter and Haverfield and $130,000 for Harrington, Hoppe & Mitchell.  I know we did have when previous engineer Ken Dombroski was here, CT was going to finish the job for about $60,000. But now since that didn't work out, now we're getting nickeled and dimed.  It's not CT's fault. It's just the way things went.  So, just an FYI.

We have about 35 more homes to hook up.  That's not the trailer park.  The trailer park is just one big one.  But we've got about 35 more homes and we are about hooked up.  So I would say it's going to be up to the Water Board. If people don't have it on budget, you better get ahold of the Water Board because I think they're going to start passing penalties to get these things wrapped up because they should have been wrapped up by now.

Everybody in the Village did get a letter and it's an opt—out.  If you do not want in, you had to opt out.

They need to put people on there that don't have any kids, I guess.

I guess my vote doesn't mean anything.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
So we don't have enough.  We have to have more for votes for the emergency clause.

 MR. HILL:


That didn't pass, so now we can have comments on it.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
So we can have comments on it or we can put it to first reading and move it to the next meeting.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Do I have the floor?  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

If you'd like.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

I do.  Then afterwards can I make a motion to table it?  

 MR. HILL:


Let's do one thing at a time.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Okay.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

You can discuss it then you can make a motion to table it.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Okay.  I'll take the blame.  I was mixed up on it and I apologize.  The reason I am against it —— it's a good cause, no problem. The problem I have is that the way this Ordinance reads is the Clerk's office is going to be handling some of this Lordstown Charity Golf Corporation.  It is legitimate.  There's no question about that.  But you also have the Garden Club, the baseball, the soccer, the Relay—For—Life.  You have the Apple Cider Festival, the Firemen's fund, the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts, the Police with the cops with the kids, even Muscular Dystrophy you had the firefighters out there with the boots collecting money.  What I'm afraid of is this here, we're opening a can of worms.  If we allow this, that means everybody coming here is going to say, "Hey, let the Clerk's office handle it." Now, what happened before, and I do not know.  I do not care. I understand one thing that you had an engineer for $23 and then it just went up more and more and more, and they got him out of office.  Unfortunately, when you're a politician, those are things that happen.  This is why I don't want to see this Ordinance go through. I would make this, since I have the floor I can say this to you —— since it is to the school's benefits because they give out tremendous scholarships.  No question on that.  If they need a Clerk or they need somebody for an hour or couple hours, they can have one of the kids from the school handle it.  It's to their benefit.  That's why I would really now like to make a motion —— unless somebody else wants to talk first, I guess —— to table this because I think, people, we're  walking into a can of worms.  We really are.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
So moved to table this piece of legislation.  Is there a second?   

 MRS. WILSON:

We already had that motion.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
No.  This is a new motion.  We've withdrawn those.  Is there a second to table this piece of legislation? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)

MRS. WILSON:
I have a comment.  Stanley called me about a half a dozen times  ——

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
We have a motion right now.  If we don't have a second, then you can comment.  So there's no second right now.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Do you want me to stop my motion?

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
It died because there was no second.  Further discussion on this piece of legislation?

MRS. WILSON:
Further discussion —— and he listed a lot of charities that are active in this Village.  To a degree he's right.  It's Bill and Debbie did this after hours and not on Village time.  And if they reimbursed the Village for any costs incurred, I would be more than supportive of this.  But then if it's on Village time, I'm beginning to question if the other organizations have the right to come up and ask for the same support.  That's my question.

MR. SULLIVAN:
I believe the Ordinance reads that any time that was given by the Village would be reimbursed.  If someone could answer that question.

 MRS. WILSON:

It said cost.  I didn't see where it said time.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Mr. Blank, maybe you can ——

 MR. BLANK:
I think Stanley might feel better if you'd amend this and do it one year at a time.  If it turns into a fiasco, which it's not, that he's making it —— first of all 99 percent of those have nothing to do with a charity.  What do they have to do with charities?  The Fire Association ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Relay—For—Life?  

 MR. BLANK:
Stanley, I paid for that for Lordstown's team for the first two or three years out of that money.

MR. ZOLDAN:
The Garden Club?  Don't they give —— wait a minute.  Just a minute.  Don't they ——

 MR. BLANK:

Didn't you give them money for the plants?  

 MR. ZOLDAN:

We did.

 MR. BLANK:
My only point is this, I'll probably have an hour and half and I'm going to say an hour for Debbie and that's high.  I said I would pay our wages for that.  I come up on the weekends and type my envelopes and all that stuff.  It's not a time—consuming thing because I've done it for eight years.  It's not a big deal like we're spending hours and hours.  I only wanted this to protect me when I take over Clerk next year.  

 MRS. WILSON:

I understand that.  But what happened to ——

 MR. BLANK:
I just want them to know it's not  20 hours at a time.  I just want to make sure council understands.  It's not hardly any time ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Let me ask you one question ——

 MR. BLANK:

And copies.  That's it, which I'll pay for.  

 MR. ZOLDAN:

—— and what if they run the postage —— 

 MR. BLANK:

I pay for the stamps, Stanley.  They're up in my drawer.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I'm not saying you.  This is where the misunderstanding is coming.  I'm not saying you.  I'm saying if another organization comes up and says, "Hey, run these few stamps here.  It's all right.  Just run it through the postage." And, buddy, if you ran for office, you know how expensive postage can be.  I'm saying ——

MR. SULLIVAN:
If they were asking that, Stanley, I would assume you would say no, I can't.

 MR. BLANK:

We wouldn't do it even if they asked.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Well, I'll put it to you this way, why start the problem?  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

I don't see a problem.  We've been doing it for eight years. A 



lot of the Lordstown children have benefited from it ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

We're not questioning that, Mike.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
As a suggestion to maybe move this forward, why don't we allow this to have its first reading.  It gives us a couple weeks to address any concerns that folks may have because there may be some things, in all honesty, that we haven't thought of.  I think the concerns that were raised are valid concerns.  Try to get these things answered.  You can vote to table it during its second reading.  You can vote to table a piece of legislation at any time.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
At any time.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Why don't we allow it to have its first reading, tonight?  We can address some issues within the next couple weeks and if we want to move forward with it in a couple weeks, we can.  If not, we can table it.  Or we can vote it down.  We can let it run its course and vote it down.  There's always that option.

MRS. WILSON:
My concern was an elected official lost his position for a pittance in postage and using his secretary.

MR. BLANK:
But he wasn't doing it for a fundraiser, Mary Jane.  There's a big difference.  His wedding invites and everything else had nothing to do with scholarships.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Okay. Hearing nothing else, I declare this piece of legislation has had its first reading.
