Mayor's report, it's the first meeting of the year.  The Mayor is required to give a state of the Village address.  Financial, we had an excellent year this year. That's due to the fact that General Motors and the Cruze and everything has come and done an excellent job.  We had projected $3.7 million for 2011.  We got $5.3 million in.  We will be projecting $4 million for 2012.  We hope the Cruze sells.  

The General Fund, we estimated $2,847,000.  We received $3,791,000.  Result of the General Fund was increased by $955,000; M&R was increased by $170,000 —— that's the Road Department; The East Side Sewer Debt Fund was increased by $487,000; and Capital Improvement was improved by $85,000.

Several things which went on in the Village of Lordstown in the past year:  We have several people tying in to sewers.  We're down to a small handful who have to tie in.  We still have some issues with the force main sewer line on Hallock—Young Road; however, we are working diligently to try to get that taken care of.  

We have co—sponsored the Apple Cider Festival again.  

We chip—sealed Bacher Lane and Byron Lane, and we did spot repairs on some of the other ones.  Hopefully when we get the budget straightened around, we'll be able to get some roads which really need some major repair work done taken care of.  

We're glad to have Anderson—Dubose come to our community.  That's the McDonald's and Chipotle food distribution warehouse.  They're going to be bringing 150 jobs.  We're glad to have them in the community.  

Also, the Ohio Commerce Center, that's changed ownership.  We've got a new road in.  The new owners are doing an excellent job.  We look forward to working with them in the future.  

Road Department got a new mini excavator.

We have new windows on order for the Administration Building.  And we re—roofed the fire station and the old schoolhouse.

We got two wind turbines installed and had a fence, Eagle Scout project, installed by Jarrod Enoch around the base of the wind turbines to keep people away so they don't try to crawl on them.  

We have applied for grants for Highland Avenue.

We've established One Call Now, which is phone alert similar to the schools in case we have to get anything through to the residents.  We can put it on one call and for a minimal cost; we can notify everyone when there's issues with police, fire, and water department.

We have a new Street Commissioner, and we combined the Parks, Buildings, Grounds and Street Commissioner's position.  And I will be asking for the reappointment —— it has to be done yearly —— of that person.

And we have a new Planning, Zoning and Economic Development Director.

We also have a new Village Prosecutor, Joseph Fritz, due to the passing of Richard Schwartz.

A few days ago, I finally got the completed copies for the sewer extension agreement for the Antonine Sisters of North Jackson.  Mahoning County has passed that.  We put a lot of time and effort into that, and I'm glad to see that finally come to fruition.  

Once again, I’d like to wish General Motors good luck the rest of the year.  Last year was a great one for them and us.  So, hopefully, things will be looking good for the next several years.

I have several appointments this evening, and I'll also be asking for nominations for council president.  That's it for the Mayor's report.

I would also ask for your support tonight in an appointment.  As you're aware, our department does currently have a vacancy due to the unexpected passing of Sgt. Dale Thomas.  Captain Campbell and I reviewed the 31 candidates that were considered for the last full—time position, which was roughly six months ago.  After careful consideration, I would like to have Mark Reese appointed to the full—time position.  Mark is sitting directly behind me tonight.  Just to give you a little history on Mark, Mark has been an auxiliary officer with our department since January 23, 1990.  He also served as a part—time dispatcher with our department from April of '94 to February of 2007.  Mark is currently a sergeant with the Warren Township Police Department and has been with them since 1988.  Upon appointment of our department, he will submit a two—week notice to the Warren Township Police Department.  Mark also currently works as a part—time police officer with Fowler Township.  We believe that Mark will be an asset to our police department as a full—time officer. I would ask for your support in his appointment tonight.
