Under the Mayor's report, I just have a few things.  I'd like to read a letter that I received.  "Lordstown Village:  On behalf of the Lordstown Schools, we would like to thank the Village and especially the Parks Department for their help in sponsoring the 12th annual Jean Ann Smith Invitational, Lordstown cross country meet on September 24th.  The workers in the park were very helpful in preparing for the meet on Friday the 23rd and also the day of the meet on the 24th.  There were over 200 runners from 11 area schools competing in the meet.  Despite heavy rain on Friday, the course was in great shape and everyone enjoyed themselves.  Thanks once again for your continued support of our athletic programs."  That's from Principal Terry Armstrong; Brian Rust, AD; Randy Fee, high school coach; John Phillips, junior high coach; and Frank Rahde, former coach.  I believe the league meet is coming up?  

 MR. GRIMM:

I think maybe next week.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
I'd like to commend the following employees for perfect attendance in the third quarter from the Police Department: Sgt. Dale Thomas, Det. Chris Bordonaro, Officer Ted Drewek, Officer George Ebling, Officer Rick Watson, Dispatcher Judy Musser, and Dispatcher Darrel Wells. A significant portion of our Police Department had perfect attendance.  

Under new business tonight, I have a new hire seasonal, part—time Water Department; several positions in the Rec. Department with one removed; and an appointment to the BZA.

Last item I have is Jim London is here.  He was nice enough to represent us at a meeting last Friday, I believe it was, for the Niles Transit Authority.  I've asked him to give us a brief report of that meeting.

MR. LONDON:
Thank you, Mr. Mayor. Before I get started, what I would like to do is give you a handout on the Friends of the Niles—Trumbull Transit and then I'm going to give you what I call the "Reader's Digest" version of what this Niles—Trumbull Transit is all about.  

Thank you, Mr. Mayor, for letting me represent the Village of Lordstown and also members of council.  Good evening.  The future of public transportation in Trumbull County is at the crossroads.  As we know —— and what I'm going to do here is give you a little bit of background of what has happened over the last few years and just kind of bring you right up to date of what is going on to date.  As we know, the Niles—Trumbull Transit system, known as NiTTS, was formed in 2003 as demand response after the Trumbull County Commissioners closed the Trumbull Area Coordinated Transportation or what we know as the TACT system.  NiTTS provides reliable, affordable transportation countywide and offers discount fares to residents of participating communities.  

Just to give you a little background on what NiTTS did in 2010.  This is their profile.  They had a total amount of trips of 64,249 trips.  Senior Citizen trips consisted of 18,922, of which, 3,000 plus trips —— and I find this to be very important —— were trips to regional dialysis centers.  Disabled citizen trips consisted of 21,013.  Student trips —— this consists of students either going to trade schools or college —— 16,131. And other trips consisted of 8,183.  

Earlier this year, as you may well know, Niles Mayor Ralph Infante announced that the NiTTS is outgrown the City of Niles' financial capacity and that the City would stop governing NiTTS as of December 31st of this year. On July 27, 2011, Trumbull County Commissioners passed two transit—related resolutions.  The first establishes the Trumbull Transit Board.  The second places a .5 mill property tax issue on the November 8th general election ballot.  The levy is expected to generate 1.5 million in annual revenue dedicated to public transportation.  On September 2, 2011, Commissioners appointed seven members to the Trumbull Transit Board.  To continue this service is pending the passage of the .5 mill levy.  

Consequences of the levy failing to execute this agreement, public transportation service will end January 1st.  All of the portion of the 2012 funding may be in jeopardy.  The flow of federal funding will end and nearly 65,000 trips for seniors, the disabled and students will not be made in 2012.  So, I urge you to vote for and endorse Trumbull Transit.  And just to let you know some of those folks who are endorsing this Trumbull Transit program and the .5 mill levy are:  Niles Mayor, Ralph Infante; Warren Mayor, Mike O'Brien; Congressman Tim Ryan; Representative Tom Letson; Representative Sean O'Brien; and all three Commissioners Fuda, Heltzel, and Polivka.  Thank you.

Village Engineer's report?

MS. GORDON:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I just have a couple of items to let you know what I've been up to.  Again, I'm continuing to assist the Village with the Marucci & Gaffney arbitration and with the two lawsuits with JFE and Trumbull County.  

Last week with the cooperation of the Streets Department, we sent the letters out to residents with surveys for the drainage ditches on Highland with envelopes to send back so that we can get feedback from everybody in that area, what the particular issues are.  So, hopefully, we'll be getting those back in the next week or so.  That is moving forward.  

The last thing I have is I believe that Mr. Grimm was going to bring up the annual bridge inspection that needs to be done.  I believe the committee —— 

 MR. BOND:


I'll be making a motion for that tonight.

 MS. GORDON:

—— Mr. Bond is going to take care of that.  And that's all.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Questions for Lesley?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)

 



Special reports, Police Chief Milhoan?

CHIEF MILHOAN:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I submitted my monthly report for September via e—mail.  I'll answer any questions if you have any.  Also, I know, Mayor, you're aware of this; but just to make the rest of you aware, this past Sunday —— I'm sorry.  The Sunday before, the 25th of September, our building took a lightning strike around 6:30 in the evening. Unfortunately, we lost a lot of equipment.  The police and fire radio went down.  The 911 system went down.  Both of our gas pumps went out.  It blew out the fax machine and all the security cameras within the police department.  We have been able to get the fire band back up.  We still do not have the police band up.  We are currently, and have been since Sunday, using the Road Department frequency; and I appreciate Mr. Grimm's patience with us sharing that frequency with him.  One of the gas pumps is up. The Admin. Building allowed us to borrow one of their fax machines, so we're operating that way. The 911 system came up that evening.  The phone company came out and got that back up.  And we've got an estimate on our security cameras.  With Bill and Debbie's assistance, we have notified the insurance company.  So they are aware of our situation, and an adjuster came out this afternoon and took some photographs and started the process that way.  But I just wanted to make you all aware of that.

Then as you know, we ordered a new 2011 Chevy Caprice that was built in Australia.  We ordered that vehicle back in March.  The vehicle was supposed to be delivered today.  And on Thursday or Friday I found out that they actually ordered the wrong color.  We ordered a white Chevy Caprice to match the rest of our fleet, and somehow in entering the code, they entered silver metallic.  So the dealership is in the process of trying to locate a white Chevy Caprice for us.  The indication was that GM has a full list that sometimes they can pull from.  It's unlikely that they'll find an exact match as far as the options that we ordered on the vehicle.  But all indications were today that we had a pretty good chance of finding one that would come close to the options that we asked for.  There's a pretty good chance that if they find one it will have less options than were ordered.  Therefore, the vehicle will cost a little bit less than what we'd anticipated.  So at that point, if that's what happens, I imagine we'll have to do something, Mr. Dutton, with the Ordinance possibly?  

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
Yes.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
So I'll keep you apprised on that.  But if they do locate one, it will be in California; and they'll have to truck it here like they did this one.  This one actually made it from Australia by boat to California, had a layover in California for about two or three weeks, had some equipment installed and then was trucked from California to Lancaster, Ohio.  Fortunately Bill caught it when they sent him the invoice so he could prepare the check.  He caught that the exterior color was not correct. At least they didn't deliver it to us.  So we're in the process of working that out.  

And the last thing, as you know, we advertised for the position of Prosecutor over at Newton Falls Municipal Court to replace Mr. Schwartz, who passed away.  The ad had ran its course in the Trumbull County Legal News.  To my knowledge, the individuals that have applied is somewhere around the number of six or seven.  So in the near future, the Mayor, Mr. McCarthy, myself, and, I believe, Mr. Harrison might be involved —— is that correct —— in selecting who we're going to interview and to continue with the process.  That's all I have.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Caprices are bigger?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

They are, yes.  They're larger than what we currently have.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Rear wheel?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

They are rear wheel.

 MR. HILL:


They're the old Pontiac G8.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

And they're made in Australia?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
Made in a GM plant in Australia.  There's no one here in the States that makes the Chevy Caprice.

 MRS. WILSON:

I thought we got our cars through the State.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
We do.  That's State purchasing through Taylor Chevrolet. But that doesn't mean —— my car came from Canada.  It's wherever it's assembled.  Taylor Chevrolet has had State purchasing ever since I've been the Chief in '03, so we've always ordered through State purchasing.  Even prior to me Chief Catlin ordered State purchasing.  But they can be made just about anywhere.  

MR. HILL:
The cars we've bought for the last 20 years have probably all been made in Canada.  That's where all the Luminas and Impalas are all made.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

That's correct.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

All the Chevy Caprices are made in Australia currently.  

 MRS. WILSON:
If we, through some bargain, would accept the silver one, so—to—speak, would they give us a discount because they faux pased.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

I asked that and he said no.

 MRS. WILSON:

Then they can keep it.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

I agree with Mary Jane.  Let them keep it.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
I asked if they could paint it at their cost; they said no.  I asked if we could have a discount if we accepted it; they said no.

 MRS. WILSON:

Tell them to ship it back.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
My guess would be that with State purchasing there's not a whole lot of markup on them.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

Probably not.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
Brent told me that if they  don't locate one, it would take about four months to reorder.  

CHIEF MILHOAN:
We would actually be ordering a 2012, but they would give us the 2011 price.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Can you go four months without another one?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
I don't think so, Stanley.  The car that we want to replace, it has 140—some thousand miles on it.  The transmission is starting to slip.  The front end is starting to wobble.  I don't know if I want to let it go too much further as it is right now.  

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
I can donate the '99 back if you want.  (Laughter.) It's without brakes currently.

 



Anything else for our Police Chief?

MR. MCCARTHY:
One thing in addition that Brent said, the back room radios also took a hit, correct, Brent? 

CHIEF MILHOAN:
Yes.  And I don't know if I shared this with you, John, but in our Safety meeting, we had anticipated replacing a sizeable piece of equipment in the back room.  I want to say it was around $7,800 was the price quote.  This was to get in compliance with narrow banding, which is a requirement.  As you know, we already upgraded the radios in the cruisers; and this was the last piece of equipment that we needed to upgrade. Unfortunately, the piece that we need to replace did not suffer any lightning damage.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

But it could. (Laughter.)

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Remember we're on the record. (Laughter.)

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

See we're not going to be able to include that in the claim.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Anything else for our Police Chief?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.)

 



Fire Chief Eastham?

CHIEF EASTHAM:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I put in everyone's box who is an employee here —— not upstairs, but council people —— about NIMS.  What NIMS is, to explain, it's National Incident Management System.  It's something the federal government did.  Everyone was supposed to be compliant with NIMS by 2008.  We're finally going to try to get caught up with it.  Every employee in the Village should have the NIMS 100 and 700.  Speaking with Dale a few minutes ago, they're having problems with the 100 online.  It won't let you on.  I'm going to call them and see what the deal is and what it's going to take to get it up and running.  

Basically, what this is going to do is they're getting real particular when it comes to federal money.  When federal money is being offered whether it's for roads, fire, police, anything like that, they are making you —— they want you more and more compliant with NIMS.  Basically, what it is, is if there's a major incident in the Village of Lordstown, it kind of explains how the chain of command works, who is where, who does what.  They do require the supervisors are supposed to have the 300 and 400 but for right now we're offering that this weekend at the Fire Department.  Any Village employee who wants it, can come.  I open it up to everyone because we have room in the class.  As long as myself and all my officers have it, and they say every line supervisor should have it.  But it's just going to get us closer to being compliant.  

Most of council has asked how does Austintown get a ladder tower grant?  How does Bristol get a station grant?  Well,  this is one of the steps. This is how they get to get it.  Craig Beach received a truck last year.  It was taken away from them.  After they were given the money, it was taken back because they didn't become NIMS compliant. After you receive the money from any grant, they do give you 90 days to become compliant if you are not.  But what I'm trying to do is get as far compliant as we can so we don't have to worry about it if we do receive any federal money.  It will help everyone down the road in every department who would apply for any type of federal funding.  If you have any questions, just let me know.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Chief, we did this.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
Those of you who have been on council or in the Mayor's position for a while, you probably took this already.  We did this through the Police Department to be in compliance for federal grants and things like that.  I was just telling Travis before the meeting started that I have the certificates of all my people in their files.  We have the 100, 200, 700 and 800, so I have certificates.  But I know a number of you took those classes when we went through it, too, because we were told all of our administrators had to take it as well, council, Mayor.  So I don't have your certificates.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

How long —— once you have it, it's ——

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
Once you have it, you have it.  So some of you probably already have it.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Everybody remember that? We took a test online.  I'm trying to remember how long ago we did it.  I think it was before John and Stanley were on.  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

It was before John and Stanley.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I think it's since ——

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

I think Jim London was on and Rick Biggs, maybe Arno.

 MR. LONDON:
Bob, do you remember doing it?  We did like an online questionnaire.

 MR. BOND:


I remember an online questionnaire.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I think it was within the last four years.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
I think it said 2005, but don't hold me to that.  I think it was '05.  

CHIEF EASTHAM:
But, I mean, it doesn't take that long.  If you have time, sit down at your desk or whatever you're doing, you're bored, pull it up, go through it, see if we can get as compliant as we can.  It will really help.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

You need us to take the 100 and 700?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:
At least the 100 and 700; and really with anyone who is a supervisor or Mayor, soon to be Mayor, or anyone like that.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Council people should have it?  

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Yes.  Anyone who is a supervisor.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Do you want us to notify you when we've done those?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

If you want to, you can.  You can give me a copy ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Is there a way to pull it up?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

It gives you a certificate when you're done with it.  If you 




want to put that in my box or get it to me.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Can we go down to the fire station and take it?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:
Yes.  All of my guys on training nights, the ones that don't have it, we rotate through trying to get people on the computers.  We have three computers and we try to get them through the best we can.  It's becoming such a hassle talking with the State.  It's to the point that I'm going to have to put in SOG's that this is a standard guideline of the fire department.  You have to have these NIMS classes to be on the department because it's a —— they're real sticklers.  I can't send a firefighter to any type of fire training without the NIMS classes.  They have to have their certificate in their hand when they walk in the door.  It's getting to that point.  It needs to be done.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Any other questions?

 MR. GRIMM:
Just to touch on that a little bit further, whenever I checked into it for my guys, also, the 300 and the 400 are not available online.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Those are the ones we're offering this weekend.

 MR. GRIMM:
So if anybody is looking to take those ones online, they're not available.

 MRS. WILSON:

How would you get it online?  

 MR. GRIMM:

You go through FEMA.

 MR. HILL:


I think the link is on his letter.

 MR. GRIMM:
That will get you to the link.  Click on training and it will bring up training.  Scroll down and it will have the 100 all the way down through the 800.  The 700, I clicked on it the other day.  It think it's about a three hour course.

CHIEF EASTHAM:
It says it can take up to three hours, but it realistically doesn't.  Usually it's 15 to 20 minutes and you're done.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Thank you.  Planning and Zoning Administrator, Mr. Harrison?

MR. HARRISON:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  "Political signs may be placed in any district provided such signs do not exceed 25 square feet in area and do not extend in any way into the public right—of—way or placed without permission from the prospective property owner."  Saying that, please know that this will be enforced with great consistency given that most of these signs are for local offices.  If you have people placing signs for you, please advise them where a sign can be and cannot be.  And for the record, since Mr. Mansell, our part—time Zoning Inspector, is also a candidate for public office, he will not be enforcing any political sign issues.  I will be doing them personally.  Please consider this report as a courtesy call to any of you who may have signs that do not conform to our regulations as I will begin Wednesday removing all those that do not conform. Thank you.


 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Thank you.  Questions for Mr. Harrison?

 MRS. WILSON:
I don't have a question but in the past when we put up our signs, we always use telephone poles as our guideline.

 MR. HARRISON:

That's a good rule of thumb.

 MRS. WILSON:
So anything behind the telephone pole is accepted.  Now there are some extreme areas where the poles are outside of the right—of—way.  

 MR. HARRISON:

If you know that for sure, that would be okay.

 MRS. WILSON:

If we know that for sure. But that's a lot of looking up and measuring and everything.  So as a certainty, just behind the telephone poles.

MR. HARRISON:
And to make sure you have the personal property owner's permission.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Signs that are taken will be placed here somewhere?

 MR. HARRISON:

They will be placed here, yes.  They will not be thrown out.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Okay.  Other questions for Mr. Harrison?

 MRS. WILSON:
I only have one other statement I would like to make. Anybody that tampers with any election signs other than Zoning or the Police, it's against the law.  They can be prosecuted.  So, I know in the past, signs have disappeared.  If you're caught taking signs ——

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Probable don't want to pick up any Villagers either.  Probably don't want to pick up a hundred free Villagers.  That was a problem in a neighboring community in the last election.

MRS. WILSON:
They can be prosecuted if they destroy or do anything to a sign or steal it or take it.  They can be prosecuted.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Anything else?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 

 Parks, Buildings and Grounds, Streets, Mr. Grimm?

 MR. GRIMM:

No report.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Questions for Mr. Grimm?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) I commend both of you.  It seems to be a pretty smooth transition so far. Congratulations.

 



Recreation Director, Mrs. Gibson?

 MRS. GIBSON:

No report.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Correspondence —— Questions for Mrs. Gibson?  Sorry.  We started some of the programs tonight, right?

I need to break this one up a little bit.  I entertain a motion to hire Robert Trusz as a substitute instructor for the Fall Rec. Program.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

So moved.

 MR. BOND:


Second.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Moved by Mr. Zoldan, second by Mr. Bond. Discussion?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor? 

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.)

I want to make sure I get this one right.  A motion to employ Jeremy Ratell as a substitute ——

 MRS. GIBSON:

Supervisor.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

—— supervisor in the Rec. Program.  

 MR. HILL:


So moved.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

We put him on before as an instructor.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Second.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Moved by Mr. Hill, second by Mr. Zoldan.  All in favor? 

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.)

A motion to remove Chad Rankin from our list of instructors.  He got another job.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

So moved.

 MR. BOND:


Second.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Moved by Mr. Zoldan, second by Mr. Bond. All in favor? 

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.)

I entertain a motion to appoint Richard Rook of Lordstown to the Board of Zoning Appeals.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

So moved.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

So moved.  Is there a second?

 MR. MCCARTHY:

I'll second that.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
Discussion?

 MR. BOND:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I don't know Mr. Rook.  I had no idea he was being appointed until last night when I got your e—mail.  I think we should have a chance to talk with him or something to do our due diligence on this.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Okay.  I'll have him come to the next meeting.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I was going to say —— I don't know the man.  I don't want to be mean.  I really don't.  I'm in a good mood.  But we have asked you, Mr. Mayor, when you appoint somebody, all we asked —— I don't think we've ever turned you down. 

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

No.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

All we've asked is just give us notice.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
I had met him at the festival and asked him and we got back over the weekend and he said he would do it.

MR. ZOLDAN:
I don't know the man.  I have no problem with the man.  Like I say, the problem we're having, we've had it with a couple people being appointed. If we have a problem, it's nice to go into the back room and discuss it instead of in front of everybody.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

That's fine. That's no problem.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
And I would echo that that would apply to new hires, as well as appointments.  I happen to know Richard Rook.  You couldn't have made a better choice.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Thank you.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
But we probably —— if somebody on council doesn't know him, we probably should have some sort of advanced notice so I can even vouch for the guy with fellow council members.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:

That's fine.  We've run a lot of people through.  I don't know

MR. ZOLDAN:
I've always asked that if we appointed somebody at least give them the courtesy to come so we can see them.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
He asked me if I wanted him to come and I didn't think there'd be any problem. I probably should have had him come.

MR. ZOLDAN:
I don't think there's any problem appointing him.  The problem is we just don't know who he is.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Okay. Not a problem.  So do we want to withdraw the ——

 MR. HILL:
I know I asked about a month ago, you know, if we have had any appointments. Used to be where you had to have them in by Friday at 4:00 when you picked up your agendas.  In fact, I ran that —— I talked to Mr. Blank and he said, yeah, we shot you down all the time because you didn't have them in there.  I feel like we're kinda almost in the trick bag.  You got an e—mail at 8:55 which says, here, I'd like this guy appointed tomorrow.  I think it would be common courtesy for council and the person getting the appointment if we at least had advanced notice if somebody wants to call up and talk to them or whatever, they have that right.  I don't have a problem with the appointment either.  I'd just like to see things done in a more timely fashion.  I believe the term was up, like ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
It was Mr. London's ——

 MR. HILL:


It was the 13th of ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

August.  

 MR. HILL:


August, so.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
No problem.  I'd like that to go both ways, too.  When I send something out, don't wait five weeks to respond to me.  

 



Other new business, Mr. Bond, did you have —— 

 MR. BOND:


Yes.  I wanted to make a motion.

 MRS. WILSON:

We have a motion on the floor and a second.

 MR. BOND:


Anybody want to withdraw it?

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Do you want to withdraw it?


 MR. MCCARTHY:
I have no problem with the guy.  If somebody else on council does ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

I would like him to be here.  I would like to ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
Technically, if nobody is going to withdraw it, we need to vote on it.  There's been a motion.  There's been a second.

 MR. BOND:


Who made the motion?

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Mr. Sullivan made the motion.  Mr. McCarthy seconded it.  

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Then we can vote on it next meeting.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
Stanley, I think he is a great person.  I'm not going to shoot him down.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

I'll withdraw the —— 

 MR. MCCARTHY:

If you guys don't know him and you're not comfortable —— 

 MRS. WILSON:

Let's vote on it ——

 MR. MCCARTHY:

I highly recommend him —— 

 MR. BOND:


Mike withdrew his ——

 MRS. WILSON:
I know him.  Not personally. Not as a friend or anything but I know Mr. Rook.  I don't oppose it.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
I apologize. I should have sent this up before.  I do. If you want to wait on it or vote now, that's fine.  We have a motion, we have a second.  I don't think it's been withdrawn yet.

 MR. HILL:


Mr. Sullivan just told you ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

There were 18 people talking at the same time.

 MR. HILL:


I know.  I just told you I heard him say he withdrew.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Do you wish to withdraw your motion?

 MR. SULLIVAN:

No. Go ahead and vote on it.  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Do you wish to withdraw your second?

 MR. MCCARTHY:

No.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Mr. Blank, call a —— I'm assuming we're going to need to call a roll.

 MR. BLANK:

Mr. Bond?

 MR. BOND:


No.

 MR. BLANK:

Mr. McCarthy?

 MR. MCCARTHY:

Yes.

 MR. BLANK:

Mrs. Wilson?

 MRS. WILSON:

Yes.

 MR. BLANK:

Mr. Hill?

 MR. HILL:


No.

 MR. BLANK:

Mr. Sullivan?

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Yes.

 MR. BLANK:

Mr. Zoldan?

 MR. ZOLDAN:

No.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Again, my apologies for not identifying it ahead of time.  I do break the tie on this, I believe.  I do vote yes. (VOTE: 4, AYE; 3, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.) He's a great guy.  I know he's not the  problem ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

We aren't questioning his  ability ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I apologize for not giving  you ——

 MR. SULLIVAN:

I believe we should have him come to the next meeting.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
I'm sure he would.

 MRS. WILSON:

I'd recommend that.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Mr. Bond, I think you had —— did you have something you wanted to make a motion on?

MR. BOND:
Yes, I do.  I'd like to make a motion to authorize CT to do our annual bridge inspection for a fee of $2,300.  Our contract for CT, we need to have not just committee approval, but approval of all council.

 MR. BLANK:

You want to state the two bridges, Bob, please?

 MR. BOND:


Yes.  It's Palmyra and Bailey Road, isn't it?

 MR. BLANK:

Yes.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Okay. So moved.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Second.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Second by Mr. Zoldan. Discussion?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor? 

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.)

 MRS. WILSON:

That was $2,300?

 MR. BOND:


Yes.

 MRS. WILSON:

Thank you.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Anything else under new business?

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I do.  I'd like to make a motion, the department heads, as it is now, they can do $500 without committee approval.  I'd like to raise it to $1,000 without committee approval.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

On a temporary basis.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
On a temporary basis.  We'll see how it works.  If we have to have an Ordinance, we will have an Ordinance.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

So moved.  Is there a second?  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

I'd like to question the motion.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

We have to have a second before we can discuss it.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

Second.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Okay.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
You say without committee approval.  I was under the understanding that the $500 was with committee approval ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

That's the way it is now.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

The chair's approval.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

It is $500 with the committee approval?

 MR. BLANK:

Right now it is.

 MR. GRIMM:
What we'd like to do, right now and for the last 25 years, it's been $500.  We want to increase that to $1,000 because you can't buy a drum of oil now for under $500.  Everything we do, we have to get committee approval —— not everything but a lot of things we do that are common ground.

MR. ZOLDAN:
$1,000 today is like $100 ten years ago.  I hate to say that but it's true.

MR. MCCARTHY:
I think what we're saying, Dale, is you can purchase up to $500.

 MR. GRIMM:

Right now.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

We just want to change that to say up to $1,000.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
And we're doing it temporarily, too, because we need to research whether that is in a current Ordinance.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Right.

 MRS. WILSON:

That's without committee approval?  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
I asked Mr. Dutton before whether we can do that for both temporary to see if it works and also while we research to see if there's an Ordinance and he said yes.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Clarify, that is without committee approval, correct?  Right.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Right.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Like I say, if we're going to spend $1,000 on something today, it's nothing really.

MR. HILL:
The thing is, everything you purchase comes on a list of bills.  If council has a question about them going up to $1,000, you can always go back to the list of bills and either get a hold of the department head and ask them then or if they want to go on council floor and get it recorded in the minutes, they can do that also.

 MR. GRIMM:

This is money already in the budget.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
It would probably be a good —— well, we have a motion; we have a second.  Any other discussion? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor?

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.) 

I would say as kind of a transition if we doing that, I would notify at least the committee chair that we're going to be doing that.  Just so there's no surprises that way until we decide if that's ——

MR. ZOLDAN:
Like Arno said, we can look at the list of bills.  If there's something wrong, we can always call you up and question it.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
I think it's a good idea.  And I meant to say during my report I think another good idea you had —— and this is a record, two good ideas —— in one meeting, you had come up with the idea of the accelerated caucus and I think that has worked out very well.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
And you're going to request that the Clerk research if it 




exists, where it exists.

 MR. BLANK:

I'll tell her first thing in the morning, Paul.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Other items under new business?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 

 



Additional public remarks? 

 MR. MANSELL:

Just to help Bill out a little bit, if you look in the ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

You have to ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Microphone.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I let you go once on a joke but —— 

 MR. MANSELL:
It went up from $250 to $500 and I do believe that was right around 1990 or something like that.  So if you would start right there, you'd probably find that $500 thing that they're talking about.

 MR. BLANK:

Okay.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Do you remember if council voted on it?  

 MR. BLANK:

It's not in council rules.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

It's not in council rules.

 MR. HILL:


It may have been a separate Ordinance.  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I'll entertain a motion to adjourn.

 MR. HILL:


So moved.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Second.

 MR. BLANK:

How about additional public remarks?

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

I said and John raised his hand and nobody else did. 

 MR. BLANK:

Okay.  Sorry, Mayor. 

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

You okay?

 MR. BLANK:

He threw me off.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Mr. Hill made a motion to adjourn, Mr. Zoldan seconded.  Any opposition? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Hearing none, I declare the meeting is adjourned.
