No report.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Solicitor's report?

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Treasurer's report?

 MRS. EBLING:

No report.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Board of Public Affairs report?

 MR. DIETZ:
We're having a meeting the 20th at 4:00 if anybody is interested.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

That's it?

 MR. DIETZ:


Waiting for the Utilities Committee.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Village Engineer's report?

 MS. GORDON:
I just have two items this evening. I passed out a report to everybody.  One is we're still working on the Highland Avenue drainage study.  We sent out surveys to the residents along that stretch of the road and asked that the survey be returned by the 15th.  That's last Friday so we're still —— it's only Monday so we're just waiting to see if a few more come in.  Then we're going to map out all the responses that we get from people.

The other item was what Arno had mentioned, the survey staking for those test holes.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Thank you.  Any questions for the Engineer?

 MR. BOND:
Yes.  Under residents' responses from Highland Avenue, are you getting a good response back?  

MS. GORDON:
I think we have gotten a handful or so and we sent out, I want to say, 30 or 31.

 MR. BOND:


Okay.

 MRS. WILSON:

Are you going to be present the day that they bore?  

 MS. GORDON:
I am not planning on being present because I didn't want to appear to be directing them what to do.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

We're going to have ES&C present?

 MRS. WILSON:
I understand them to actually be there, but I just thought you would be there, too.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

It might be a conflict, Mary Jane.

 MRS. WILSON:

How?  

 MR. ZOLDAN:
How?  Who else besides CT and everybody else is involved in this mess?  That's how.

MRS. WILSON:
I just thought that you would be there to protect your interests ——

MR. ZOLDAN:
Don't think.  Sometimes, Mary Jane, I don't want you to think.

 MRS. WILSON:

Shut up, Stanley.

 MS. GORDON:
I can discuss it with Chuck Riehl and Bill Hanna again.  What we had discussed in executive session last time was that I would not be there.  That's why you were hiring a third party.

MRS. WILSON:
I meant a third party to double check everything, but I just thought you'd be there to protect your own interest.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

But one of the committeemen ——

 MRS. WILSON:

I didn't ask you, Stanley.

 MS. GORDON:

I'll ask him again what he thinks is appropriate.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Mary Jane, the committee —— one of us will be there at the time.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Special reports, Police Chief?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
I have no written report but I would like to update you.  As you know, the dealership inadvertently ordered the wrong colored cruiser for us.  They were able to locate a white Chevy Caprice 2011 for us.  My understanding is that the vehicle is in California right now.  It's got some add—ons that has to take place.  Then it will be sent via a truck to Lancaster, Ohio, which is where the dealership is that we purchased through the State purchasing.  Then it will be brought to us.  So they're estimating somewhere between three and four weeks we will have it, which is better than five or six months.  When it gets here, I'll make you aware of it.  That's the timeline we're looking at right now.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

There's no added costs to us?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
No.  In fact, my understanding is it's going to be a little bit less because a couple of the options we had ordered are not going to be on this vehicle that they found, but it's the closest match they could find.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Are we going to have to have those added options?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
We'll have to have our installer who puts the light bar and radio and things in, he'll have to do some additional wiring, which we had pre—ordered on the car and didn't get.  The other thing will have to be probably taken care of by the Road Department.  That's simply disabling the rear windows, locks and doors.  So a prisoner, if you will, would not be able to exit the rear of the vehicle.  But we feel that is something that John James will be able to help us with.  Other than his time, that should be no cost to us.  But the pre—wiring that we had ordered on the car, our understanding is the one they found us does not have that.  They could not find one that had that.  So we will pay less to the dealership but probably more to the installer.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

So even.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

We're thinking it's going to be a tradeoff.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
I'd like to sit down with you, Brent, at your convenience and we'll go over both cars and make sure what we ordered is not missing and vice versa.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

Okay.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

And see if there will be any additional cost.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
The dealership indicated that he will not have the invoice until the car is loaded on the truck and they will send the invoice at that time.  He verbally went through each list over the phone, and he indicated what was on this one.  But he's not —— I asked   for a copy of the invoice.  

 MR. MCCARTHY:

That is what I'm asking for.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
And I can't get that until he gets it.  And he won't get it until it's —— don't ask me why, but that's the way it works, I guess.  We were trying to eliminate the same problem.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

At that point I'd like to sit down and go over that.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

As soon as I get that I will let you know.  That's all I have.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Any questions for the Police Chief? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Seeing none, Fire Chief, Travis?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

No report.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Any questions for the Fire Chief?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 

 



Planning and Zoning Administrator?  

MR. HARRISON:
Yes, Mr. Sullivan.  Anderson—Dubose will be having a job fair for Lordstown residents here in the Administration Building on November 16th from 4:00 to 7:00. 

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Fantastic.

 MR. HARRISON:

It will be in the newsletter  that all the residents will get.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Anything further?

 MR. HARRISON:

That's it.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
Mr. Sullivan, I'm sorry.  I know I went out of order here but when he mentioned the newsletter, it reminded me.  I wanted to make you all aware that under the direction of Officer Michele Mercer and Dispatcher Judy Musser, we will be doing our food drive again this year.  We put that information in the newsletter which we'll get out to residents in early November.  But we're going to attempt this year to provide meals for the Thanksgiving holiday and also the Christmas holiday.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Warren Mission?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
To some of our needy families in the Village.  All of the food will stay in the Village.  The newsletter is going to indicate that we're going to be accepting non—perishable, unexpired food and monetary donations, as well.  We'll feed as many needy families as we can.  We work close with the school and some of the local churches to find out some people in the Village who need some assistance.  That's going to be in the newsletter, as well.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Going to have our basketball  game?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

I think.  I don't know.

 MRS. WILSON:
I have another question.  Brent, would you want to advise the Villagers about what was happening in the Village today about what you thought was maybe a scam?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

Well, you mean right now or through the newsletter?

 MRS. WILSON:
Right now and through the newsletter just telling them to be careful because senior citizens are the biggest, preyed—upon targets.

CHIEF MILHOAN:
We had received a call this early morning, late afternoon from a resident who was concerned about an individual who is going door to door trying to sell blacktop.  They would come in and give you a price on maybe if you had some holes or some cracking in your blacktop and they would take out the old or just do a top coat over top of it.  Prior to that, we received some information —— Detective Bordonaro received some information from his investigator's meetings that some individuals in the area are falling victims to these scams, if you will.  

We believe that the individual that we had today was part of that group.  But we're not sure at this point so we're still ——

 MR. SULLIVAN:

You actually arrested somebody today?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
We did not.  The only thing we advised him was he did not have a solicitation permit to go door to door.  So we instructed him that if he wished to go door to door in the Village, that he had to apply for a permit, which he did go to the Admin. Building here and did obtain a permit. We're trying to do some more checking.  I can't come out and say for sure that he's a scam because to my knowledge he, himself, has not scammed anybody.  However, his company that he works for we did feel they did scam one of our residents last year.  He works for that same company.  Now, that being said, doesn't mean that he's going to scam somebody.  But he was going door to door today trying to find individuals who would let him do this type of work.  

I guess my suggestion would be buyer beware.  I would strongly suggest that the things you've all heard before is obtain references.  I personally —— just speaking for myself —— would be leery about doing business with somebody who just showed up at my door to give me an estimate.  I would feel more comfortable if I called three or four individuals to get estimates to get some work done.  So I think you run the risk of being ripped off.  A lot of these individuals —— and this guy was no different —— he had a Texas driver's license.  He seemed to be very transient going from area to area.  That's kind of a red flag.  Doesn't always mean that he's going to rip you off, but there was a lot of red flags that went up in talking to him that I would be concerned about in having him do some work.

 MS. GORDON:

Was he looking for cash?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:
No.  My understanding was he did not accept —— he indicated to us that he did not accept cash until the job was completed.  But, again, last year about this time he did a job for one of our residents and they paid up front.  So that's another red flag if he wants 50 percent down before the job is done, that's probably not a good idea.  A lot of this stuff comes back to common sense.  But a lot of these individuals do prey on some of our elderly.  So we try to get this information out when we can, but a lot of it really comes down to common sense.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Okay.  Parks, Grounds, Buildings, Streets, Mr. Grimm?

 MR. GRIMM:
Yes, Mr. Sullivan.  The only thing I have is on the building side.  As most of you have probably driven by and seen, the fire station roof is underway.  They started to tear off today.  So far all the metal decking looks to be well in tact, so hopefully we won't have any overages on that portion of it.

MR. SULLIVAN:
Do they have a problem with this rain tonight and tomorrow?  

 MR. GRIMM:

(Shrugging.)

 MRS. WILSON:

Big tent.  

 MR. GRIMM:

That's all I have.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Any further questions for Mr. Grimm?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 

For Marty Gibson, we have the one piece of legislation we would like passed tonight.  That's it.  

 



Correspondence?  

 MR. BLANK:

No correspondence.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Do we have public remarks tonight?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Seeing none, council remarks?

MR. HILL:
I got a couple.  I see the turbines made the news again in the Letters to the Editor. Couple questions.  I thought electric bills ran a month apart.  Mary Jane, did you verify these numbers you said the Mayor had?

MRS. WILSON:
It was in the newspaper, so I felt that was a pretty fair assessment.  That's where I got it from, the article.

MR. HILL:
Because, you know, we had three up here that voted for them and three who didn't.  You know, electric meter so far as of the end of last month said we made $182.90.  I guess there's quite a discrepancy there if you're saying we saved $450—some dollars or whatever.  So, I guess, you know, I don't know whether to believe these figures or not.  We've got rough dates.  I know we did have a reduction in our rate for electric for the building between the two years.  I know there's quite a difference between the weather.  It was hot —— very hot April, May, June last year. This year it was cold and damp, so I wouldn't say that the savings were quite all that great if you take everything into consideration.  I know you mentioned about the nay sayers.  I guess I'm one of them.  Nobody's proved that the metering of the electric has been wrong.  So that's ——

MRS. WILSON:
I guess where they Mayor got his figures was the bill for the same period of time for the Administration Building had decreased a sufficient   amount ——

 MR. SULLIVAN:

From 2010 to 2011 from May of 2011 ——

 MRS. WILSON:
For the same period of time for 2010 and 2011.  Then the electric bills for the other buildings not serviced by the turbines actually realized an increase in their bills.

 MR. HILL:


A lot of this you're just surmising because —— 

 MRS. WILSON:

It's not surmising, it's fact.  

 MR. HILL:
Well, it's also a fact that it was real hot in the spring of 2010 and this was a very cold and damp period and this is the building we use the most air conditioning.

MR. SULLIVAN:
Wasn't cold and damp in June and July.  It was very hot in July.

MR. BOND:
July was hot.  June was, I would say, below normal temperature and above normal precipitation until at the least the middle of the month.  I think to get a fair comparison is air conditioning is a heavy utility, electric consumption device.  You need to take into consideration the temperature differentials between day and night and year to year to determine that.  I think the truest measurement right now is kilowatt hours used per meter not necessarily dollar figures because the electric rate has changed.

MR. SULLIVAN:
I did call Mr. Bergey with all the controversy to see if he could give me any kind of solution.  He said that he had another meter that he could sell us that would tell us the real truth.  I didn't think we were interested in putting out any more money. But that's what he said.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

If this isn't the right meter we have on —— 

 MR. SULLIVAN:

I'm just telling you what he said.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I think we paid for the right —— maybe we ought to get Stan Boney here to go over this thing real good with us.

MR. HILL:
All I'm going to say is I did call up Bergey and ask if Dale Grimm was figuring the electric correctly.  He is.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

He didn't tell you about that other meter?

 MR. HILL:
He never told me about the other meter.  All he said was it was being figured correctly. On the website it says that if you pay less than 11 cents a kilowatt hour, this probably isn't for you.  We pay less than 10.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Said we got the wrong meter on it?  

 MR. SULLIVAN:
He said there is another meter that could give a more accurate account.

MR. ZOLDAN:
Let me ask you one question, then.  When Ohio Edison changes a meter, they don't charge you for changing the meter.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Bergey does.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

How much does he charge?

 MR. SULLIVAN:

300 bucks.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I thought this thing —— I want to tell you something, if the man got a grant, and this went through the government, he may have problems on that.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Talk to Mr. Bergey.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Check that out for us.  

 MR. HILL:


That's all I have.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Okay. Committee reports, Finance, Mrs. Wilson?

 MRS. WILSON:
We have one piece of legislation on the agenda.  As I explained before, the radio equipment at the police department was damaged because of a lightening strike.  Everything but the one that we had to replace manditorily within the next 18 months, two years.  So Staley recommended that it would be good for them to put this piece of equipment in now while they're working on others.  We had an emergency meeting of the Finance Committee —— special meeting, not emergency —— on Friday morning and it was the approval of the committee that we go ahead and put the money through for the $7,800, I believe.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

$7,888.48.

 MRS. WILSON:
For the new piece of equipment.  We're going to do it now or later so might as well do it now while we have the installers here.  That's it.  

MR. HILL:
You'll notice my name isn't on the legislation. I got a call at 7:30 for the 8:00 meeting and I had to go to work.  

MRS. WILSON:
It was decided on Thursday that we would have —— I mean, on Wednesday evening that we would have a meeting.  I called —— did I call you, Bill?  No, I called Debbie.

 MR. BLANK:

John called me.

 MRS. WILSON:
I called Debbie and Debbie advertised the meeting for Friday, and I sent everybody an e—mail.  An e—mail was sent as it is with every other meeting to all of the committee members.  You said that you haven't been on your computer for two or three days because ——

MR. HILL:
It was a day and a half, Mary Jane.  I told you I was moving my computer room.  

MRS. WILSON:
Well, I did —— the e—mail did go out to the committee members.  And I did make a special attempt to talk to you on Friday morning to make sure that if you did not read your e—mail that you knew that we were having a meeting.

MR. HILL:
Yes, you did, a half hour before the meeting.  I appreciate that.

MRS. WILSON:
The meeting was at 8:00.  When did you want me to get you up?  At 6:00?

 MR. HILL:


Could have been the night before, Mary Jane.

 MRS. WILSON:

I was busy the night before, and I told you that, Arno.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Parks, Buildings, Grounds.  The lighting ceremony, I've been having a little bit of a problem.  I contacted the school —— John, two weeks ago?

 MR. MCCARTHY:

Yes.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
We finally tracked them down today, and they said they weren't going to be able to send either band, the high school or the elementary band.  I did ask Kathy and she's going to check with the Lutheran Church to see if their choir could do that for us.  We're going to get somebody, but I just don't know who it is yet.  The lighting ceremony is going to be on the 23rd of November.

 MR. BLANK:

6:00?

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Is that normally 6:00?  I thought it was 7:00.

 MR. GRIMM:

7:00.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
And we will have Santa Claus, hot chocolate and cookies.  You can have some, too, Stanley.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

I would appreciate that.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Any other questions?

 MR. HILL:
I think one year we did have music because the band couldn't come.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Last year.

 MR. HILL:


They passed out the words and did a sing—along. 

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Right. Exactly.

 MR. GRIMM:

Last year Kathy sung.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Pardon me?

 MR. GRIMM:

Last year Kathy sang at the last minute.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Kathy Chaffee.  And it was so cold nobody could hear anything anyway.  Bailey Road Baptist Church had the Nativity Scene that day.  So I'm going to contact them and see if they will come back for us.

 MRS. WILSON:

Year before that we had a snow storm.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

You were Mary. John McCarthy, Safety?

 MR. MCCARTHY:
The only thing I have is that the telephone alert system, we're still trying to put that together.  I'm trying to put the telephone list together and what a bear.  I can only suggest that if you have an unlisted number or you use a cell phone instead of a home phone, that you give me a call and I'll get your number on the list.  I know when the list is out, there's going to be mistakes.  We're going to miss people in the Village.  There will probably be some people out of the Village that get notified and they're not in the Village.  As time progresses, we'll get all that taken care of.  To add a number, again, you'll be linked to our website.  If you have a cell phone and you want alerted in an emergency, you go on the website and put your cell phone in there, up to six numbers per address.

 MR. HILL:


Are you going to put that in the newsletter?  

 MR. MCCARTHY:
It's in the newsletter now.  I'm working on these numbers, and all I can say is wow.  

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Do we have any questions for wow? (Laughter.)

 MRS. WILSON:
I know that I am on the system as an emergency grandparent for the schools, and I get notified about the activity at the school.  I find that interesting, very interesting.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Streets and Sidewalks, Mr. Bond?

 MR. BOND:


I have no report tonight.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Mr. Hill, Public Utilities?

 MR. HILL:
We have one more problem—child issue that we know of.  We got an estimate but that didn't have the contractor's name or address or anything attached to it.  Then they said we may be able to run our sewer a different way rather than have the grinder pump at the house.  So we're still working with the property owner to try to get that resolved.  Other than that, unless something else pops up, we've got the real headaches straightened around.

 MR. BOND:


Except for the force main.

 MR. HILL:
Except for the force main and that's like a never ending story.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Transportation, Mr. Zoldan?

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I've got about a two hour report.  All right.  We have four trips scheduled.  I hope you people enjoy our trips.  We worked very hard on that van.

Where to, Mr. Zoldan?  

 MR. ZOLDAN:
I'm not going to tell you.  If you want to know, it's a surprise.  But we have four trips coming.

 MR. HILL:


Mountaineer?  

 MR. ZOLDAN:
No.  I didn't want Mountaineer.  Mountaineer is junk.  The Rivers ——

White House Farms.

 MR. SULLIVAN:

Rivers is nice.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

White House Farms.  The Rivers is nice.  You guys are 




missing out.  That's all I have.  Start enjoying that bus.
