Board of Trustees of Public Affairs report?

MR. LONDON:
Yes.  Thank you, Mr. Mayor and members of council.  First of all, I'd like to remind you that our next meeting will be November 17 at 4 p.m. I believe you were discussing in your caucus about the permits and where we stand with those.  We have eight that have no permits.  Then we have an additional six of those are in Mahoning County.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Six of the eight?  

 MR. LONDON:

No.  Those are two different numbers.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Okay.

 MR. LONDON:
We have eight that have no permits, along with that we have six in Mahoning County. 

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Okay.

 MR. LONDON:
Seven permits have been pulled but not inspected or installed.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Not installed, okay.

 MR. LONDON:
Then we have four that have not been notified.  The office is still working on that on the four that have not been notified.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

About 25?  

 MR. LONDON:

That is correct.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Some of these are our fault.  They're not ready to go yet.  Have to get the parts in.  

MR. LONDON:
And that is correct, also.  As a short member of the Board of Public Affairs for the last couple months, I was asked to serve the unexpired term of Karen Jones.  After serving for these last few months in that capacity, I have seen a couple things, not only —— now this is my opinion.  This does not necessarily come from the Board but as a Board member —— I have seen a couple things that I believe the new council —— I believe most of you folks are sitting here this evening —— I'm planting a seed you need to take into consideration.  What I'm talking about is a building expansion.  I'm talking about this area right out here in the front which consists of the Planning and Zoning office and also the office for our Water/Sewer/Gargabe people, the clerk.  Our clerk is cramped.  There is going to be somewhere, I have to think down the line, another person somewhere, sometime in that office. They are already cramped for space. In our Zoning office, I look in that office and we're trying to do economical development.  If Mr. Harrison has somebody in who he is trying to entertain about coming to the Village of Lordstown, he has no place to go and talk to that individual, corporation, or company or whatever in private, which a lot of those conversations need to be.  So, what I'm suggesting to you and to whoever out here may get elected, what you may want to do is —— my thoughts are, the distance from the end of that building over to the other end when we go out this walkway is approximately 77 feet.  From the end of the building out to the driveway is 28 feet, 10 inches.  But I'd also like to suggest that we put a sidewalk in there.  So, what I'm entertaining is a 77 by 24 foot, 10 inches addition onto this building.  The roof on the existing building right now —— after talking to Mr. Grimm —— is in dire straights, needs replaced.  So, you may want to take that into consideration.  It's just a thought.  Both offices need to be expanded.  And I would like to see members of council, new mayor, whatever, take that into consideration.  Any other questions? 

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Thank you.  Any other questions for Mr. London? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.  Thank you for your report and your suggestions.

 



Village Engineer?

MS. GORDON:
I wanted to report that on the Highland Avenue drain study, we got a very, very high response from the residents that we sent surveys to.  And we're compiling all the information and then we'll make a trip out to verify everything and work from there. Clyde had —— Mr. Hadden came out here on one other occasion with us working on the project.  He was very pleased with the number of responses.  I believe he stated that typically when you send that type of survey out, the typical response is about 25, 30 percent; and we got about 80 percent of the surveys back.  So, we're very happy.  

Also, Jeff Ross came out to do the annual bridge inspection on the, I believe, Bailey Road and Palmyra bridges.  He will be sending his report and reporting to ODOT for that annual inspection.  

Lastly, our contract is an annual contract; so at some point in the next few weeks, I'll get something over to Mr. Dutton to review and we'll work from there.

And we can put together a proposal for the building expansion if you would so like. (Laughter.)

Special reports, Police Chief Milhoan?

CHIEF MILHOAN:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I submitted my monthly report for October and will answer any questions if you have any.  Just as a form of an update, you are aware that back on the 25th of September, our building took a lightning strike, and there were several pieces of equipment damaged.  All of that equipment has been repaired from the gas pumps to the dispatch console.  In fact, ALC, which is a security camera company that was installing the cameras, were finishing up today —— continuing to work on that today.  So just wanted to update you everything is back to the way it was, or better.

 MRS. WILSON:

Did the new piece come in?

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

I'm sorry?

 MRS. WILSON:

Did the new one come in?  

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

The new ——

 MRS. WILSON:
The new one that we were replacing that needed to be replaced that did need replaced.

 CHIEF MILHOAN:

No, that did not come in yet.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Other questions for our Police Chief?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 

 


Fire Chief, Chief Eastham?

CHIEF EASTHAM:
The only thing I have to report tonight, Mr. Mayor, is a week ago today our engine was getting repacked, the pump.  When they came in to repack it, they tore into the pump. They put new packing in and it still leaked.  They tore that one out.  They put a different packing in and it still leaked.  So they started tearing it apart and found out the shaft is bad, part of the housings are bad.  They have to really tear into it to give us a price.  If they have to drop the whole pump out of the truck, it will cost anywhere from $8,000 to $10,000.  There's another technician coming in on Wednesday who thinks he can do it while it's in the truck, which will cut it down by at least 50 percent on the cost.  

The truck is out of service.  That is our lead truck.  We are relying on our tanker right now as our lead truck.  There's really nothing we can do.  It needs replaced.  The pump needs repaired is what I'm saying.  So, I'm kind of asking for council as a go ahead.  We don't have a Safety meeting until Wednesday to start getting the ball rolling to figure out what we have to do to fix this.  It really is a must.  We have two trucks that hold water.  One has a patch on the hole on the tank and that's the one we're using now and the other one the  pump is down.  

When we tore into it while it was down, I had the —— you know, we were stripping the equipment off today in case it has to go out.  We did find the top of the tank does have holes rotted through the top.  The rest of the tank is very solid.  It's just the top.  So, we're looking at sending it out and having it patched up while it's down so we don't have to run into a headache later on.  If anyone has any questions, I'll be more than happy to answer them.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

They're coming out to look at it when? Tomorrow?  

 CHIEF EASTHAM:
Wednesday.  There will be a different technician to look at it.  I guess he's been doing this for 40—some years.  He said that if it's the truck he thinks it is, he can do it while it's in the truck.  It's the same company that we used to do the packing but it's a different technician.  So, he's going to come out and look at it on Wednesday.  So we'll know more, but I was just asking for permission to start going ahead on it and see what we need to do.  I talked to McCarthy tonight, and I'll let him know Wednesday at the Safety meeting what exactly we find out by then.

MR. ZOLDAN:
You don't want to spend money tonight.  You just want to know what the problem is and if it can be fixed and how much.

CHIEF EASTHAM:
I can go ahead with John and ask him —— they said anywhere from $8,000 to $10,000 is the maximum it can cost.  It could cost $2,000, $4,000 up to $8,000 or $10,000.  

MR. ZOLDAN:
What do you want?  Do you want permission from us to do it already and get it fixed?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Whatever you think would be the fastest way to get it back 




on the road.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

We're not the fire chief, you are.  You tell us what you want.  

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

I'd like authorization ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:
If you want permission for $8,000 or $10,000 to get that truck on the road, I have no problem with that.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Yes, I would.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

All right.  If that's what you want, just ask us.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

That's what I'm asking for.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
Maybe we could make a motion under new business if that's okay ——

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
If it's up to $5,000 ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Up to ten.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
Did you increase it to ten?

 MRS. WILSON:

No.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Did you say $8,000 to $10,000?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

$8,000 to $10,000 ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

My hearing is bad but it's not that bad.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
I think what he —— you're blending things.  I think what he's saying is you need legislation over $5,000.

SOLICITOR DUTTON:
It actually needs to go to the committee before you have —— if it's over $5,000.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Right, but, Paul ——

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
That is what you changed the rules on.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
But what he's saying if it's an emergency, we're down to one truck —— you understand me?  If we can give him the authorization now of up to $10,000 and then if the committee approves it, then they know he can fix it —— the guy can fix it, and we can pay him two weeks later instead of having no trucks at all. He wants permission —— am I ——

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Yes, you are correct.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Thank you, sir.  Thank you.  I don't usually get things right.  



Once in a while I do, folks.  

MR. BLANK:
Stanley, we can do just what we're doing with this one Arno's doing tonight. 

 MAYOR CHAFFEE
:
Right.

 MR. BLANK:
If it's $8,000 to $10,000, we can bring legislation in the following meeting ——

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
If it's an emergency, you're right.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
It's an emergency and he's got to have it.  How are you going to handle this, Mayor?

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
During his report —— we can just do it now during his report.  Is there anybody who finds it objectionable to have him start the ball rolling on fixing the truck?  

MR. BLANK:
You can probably do it under new business and authorize up to $10,000.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Okay.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Do it that way.  $10,000 will cover it?

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Yes.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Okay.  That saves a two hour speech.  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
 My own suggestion —— I'm not on Safety —— is let's fix it right.  You better be pretty comfortable with this guy that's going to do it for half price.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

It's not really that —— 

 MAYOR CHAFFEE
:
I know.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:
He just said the main cost of this is taking it out of the truck.  The guy that came in said he thinks they have to drop the whole pump to get the shaft out.  If they drop the whole pump, basically they have to split the truck.  They have to strip everything.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

We're going to have to trust your judgement.

CHIEF EASTHAM:
He called another technician that works with him; and he said if it's the truck he thinks it is, we can do it in the truck.  If that's the case, the pump doesn't have to come out and we cut the cost in half is basically what he told us.  But he said if they have to pull the pump, it's going to cost eight to ten grand.  This truck is 24 years old and it's never had anything done to the pump before.  I looked everything up.  The tanker 15 years ago had a $20,000 pump put in it, a whole new pump.  So I feel good that it made it as long as it did without any service done to it.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Chief, I trust your judgment.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
I'm trying to get my hands around this.  And the more dialogue —— I'm coming to grips with the fact that, yes, we can authorize in the state of an emergency that you proceed to abate the emergency and correct the problem.  What is being asked here is, I think that you've identified who is going to abate the emergency, this vendor.  And this council, this mayor, know nothing of who this is.  We don't know what the credentials are.  You say he has 47 years of experience, and we don't know what he's planning on doing.  We don't know whether any of the work is under warranty, whether any of the materials are under warranty.  And in your own life, you wouldn't do this. You would ask the appropriate questions.  I just think you need to proceed expeditiously to get something in writing from this guy, get a copy of his credentials.  

CHIEF EASTHAM:
It's Warren Fire Equipment that is across the street here.  They do the majority of our work.

SOLICITOR DUTTON:
I didn't know who it was, and I'm just saying you need a paper trail here.

CHIEF EASTHAM:
I understand that.  Whoever does this is going to be authorized in it.  It's not exactly this company.  I have asked ——

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
It would have been helpful if you had something tonight 

 CHIEF EASTHAM:
I have three companies to come in and look at it.  The problem being is whoever decides what needs to be replaced in the pump, it has to be torn apart.  It would be like estimating putting a new motor in the truck without taking it apart or fixing the motor in the truck.

SOLICITOR DUTTON:
I think everybody on council knows that.  What we don't know is who is going to do the work.  You can say Warren Fire Equipment, but who is really doing the work and is there any warranty or anything?  Is there anything behind the $10,000 or the $8,000?

CHIEF EASTHAM:

When I get the paperwork from the company who is going to do the work —— it's going to the Safety Committee —— I'm asking council to move on it because I'm relying on a 30—year—old truck right now that has a temporary patch on the tank to cover this Village of Lordstown.

SOLICITOR DUTTON:
I just think it would be wise if the Safety Committee would have the paperwork before them and approve it before you commission the work.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

That's fine.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
And if that's meaning tomorrow or this week or two weeks.  I think that's —— 

CHIEF EASTHAM:
I don't have a problem with that.  I'll bring whatever they want.

MR. SULLIVAN:
Bring it to the Safety Committee and the committee makes a recommendation to go with whomever.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
And you just ratify the dollar amount with an Ordinance at 




your next meeting.

MR. MCCARTHY:
I might clarify that you have to be certified —— correct me if I'm wrong —— you have to be certified to do this work.

 CHIEF EASTHAM:

Yes.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
So it isn't just any rum dumb coming out there to do it.  He is certified.

CHIEF EASTHAM:
And I have three different companies coming in to look at it.  Only one of them says he thinks he can do it in the truck.  The other ones are all saying it has to come out.  So on Wednesday, whenever he comes, if he says he can do it while it's in the truck and he prices it that way and that's the way it comes out and that's what he says he can do, he's going to be the lowest at it.  As long as —— it's a reputable company.  They're qualified.  That's who we have to go with.  I'm not going to pay $10,000 if we don't have to.  That's not smart business.  That's where we're at.

MAYOR CHAFFEE: 

Anything else for our Fire Chief? (NO RESPONSE FROM 




COUNCIL.) 

Planning and Zoning Administrator, Director of Economic Development, Mr. Harrison?

MR. HARRISON:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  Our Highland Avenue funded paving project, the federally funded half has passed two out of three steps for approval for funding.  The next step is at the state level that they will decide if we get federal funds or not.  That will be in January.  The state—funded portion of it is in the point process, and we should find out by December if we get state funding for the northern half.

MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
Thank you.  Questions for Mr. Harrison?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) 

Parks, Buildings, Grounds, Streets Superintendent, Mr. Grimm?

MR. GRIMM:
Yes, Mr. Mayor.  I also would like to wish everybody good luck tomorrow, the mayor, council races.  Also, the schoolhouse roof has been completed for the shingles and stuff.  As the Historical Society requested, we got approximately 105 of the pieces of slate.  It's down in the basement at this time. 

Also, I just wanted to reiterate what Arno talked about in caucus about the test holes.  CT has been out and located all ten of the test holes.  So they are out there if anybody wants to go look at them.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Very good. Questions for Mr. Grimm?

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Question.  The wind turbines.  We're having trouble with one of them. Was that fixed?  

 MR. GRIMM:

No, not as of 3:00.

 MR. ZOLDAN:
What I would suggest is —— now I did call Greg Courtney.  I did call Bergis [sic] and I talked to Fred or Tom or ——

 MR. GRIMM:

Paul

 MR. ZOLDAN:
Paul —— I'm bad on names.  What do you want me to say to you?  Paul. Third one I would have got the right name.  I talked to Paul and he just don't understand the problems we're having.  I said, I'm not a trouble—maker.  I don't want to get involved in this.  But I said I want these windmills fixed.  And he said there's a little problem with Greg.  I said, that's his job.  He got the contract; that's his job.  I said we have a windmill that is down —— not down, it's running. We're not electricians.  We don't know if it's going to short out.  We don't know if it's going to back feed. We don't know if it's going to put this building out.  What I would like to make a suggestion is —— I'm going to try and do this smoothly —— I would like to make a suggestion to all of councilman.  I would like to make a motion that we authorize our Solicitor to send a letter to Greg Courtney and Paul at Bergis Turbines [sic] explaining to them hat we have a warranty.  And if this is not fixed, that is part of their warranty.  That is their job to do it.  I think by all of council authorizing the Solicitor to send that letter, possibly we can get something done.  How long has that second turbine —— how long have we had trouble with it?  Do you know, Dale?

MR. GRIMM:
Probably been about two weeks.  I contacted Paul at Bergey probably a week and a half ago.  I'd have to look back at my notes, Mr. Zoldan.

MR. ZOLDAN:
I contacted him about a week ago, I'd imagine.  Don't hold me to it. My problem is this here.  That is under warranty.  That should have been fixed immediately.  It's just like a car with a generator or anything else.  If you don't fix that right away, it can create more damage.  Will it? I don't know.  I'm not an expert on the turbines.  But I know this, we paid good money; and we expect our warranty to be covered.  Mr. Mayor, I'd like to make a motion that we request our Solicitor to send a letter to the ——

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

We'll need to do that under new business.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Okay.

 MR. SULLIVAN:
Dale, to follow that up, did they say that they weren't going to ——

MR. GRIMM:
No.  Actually, whenever I spoke with Paul, he was going to contact Greg right away, which he did.  Greg Courtney in turn called me, and Greg is waiting for the instructions on —— what it is, is it's another contactor inside the inverter box.  It's the same problem we had with the other turbine.  Basically, last time they sent out a new contactor. They simply switched out the contactor.  This time they asked me if it was okay —— and I told them it was —— if they could attempt to clean the contactor.  They feel that there's dust and stuff in the contactor that's causing the buzzing noise.  I told him if he wanted to attempt to clean it, that was fine as long as it was going to fix the problem.  He couldn't guarantee that it was going to fix the problem but they would like to try.  So, what he was going to do was going to send a new contactor along with the directions to Greg.  Once Greg received it then Tony, who is the electrician, would come out and try to clean the contactor that's in there.  If the cleaning didn't fix the problem, then they would replace the contactor.  The last time we had this done, he had to special order the contactor.  Last time it was done I thought it could have been done at a lot quicker pace.  It was probably five or six weeks but it has been a week and a half.

MR. HILL:
Is there any negative, are there any problems with it right now other than what's going on?

MR. GRIMM:
It's making a very loud buzzing noise.  When you go outside or even in the back room off of the kitchen upstairs you can hear the buzzing noise.  I asked Paul if it was going to create a problem and if there was any dangers or risks and he said absolutely not.  Here, again, that is not me saying that; that's him saying that.  I don't want to take responsibility.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Do you think we need to send these guys a letter or do you think we should give them a couple weeks?  

MR. GRIMM:
I can call him again tomorrow if you want. He's waiting on the contactor.  It's not something that's right down at Home Depot and you can just buy another contactor.  I would think they would have extra contactors in their facility but obviously not.

MR. ZOLDAN:
When I talked to him last week, he said it was already ordered. He said it was already sent down to —— what the hell's his name?  Greg Courtney.  Greg Courtney already has it.  It's my understanding he already has it.  Now, why he doesn't want to come up here and fulfill it —— because I want to tell you something, we have to understand this —— we know of the problem.  It's like putting a penny in a fuse box.  If something would happen, you think this insurance company is going to cover us?  You're all crazy.  They'll do everything to get out of it.  We know the problem.  We've got to get it fixed.  I'm not here accusing anybody here.  The bottom line is we've got to get it fixed.  And we shouldn't have to wait. If you people bought a car or anything under warranty, you would want that warranty fulfilled.  The same thing with us.  I think John McCarthy said it the best of any man I ever heard when he said, "When we make a mistake, we pay for it.  When somebody else makes a mistake, we pay for it." I think you made that statement, and that was a very, very true statement.  This is a case where it's under warranty.  We shouldn't have to call 15 or 20 times to get this thing fixed.  That's all I've got to say, Mr. Mayor.

MR. BOND:
Dale, this is the same contactor that went bad in the other turbine?

 MR. GRIMM:

No.  It's the same contactor but it's a different ——

Different box.

 MR. GRIMM:

—— box.

 MR. BOND:
Do they have this high of failure rate on them?  Have they said anything about it?  They've both gone bad.

MR. GRIMM:
I asked Paul about that, also.  Paul's from Bergey not Wind Turbines of Ohio.  He said before that, that was the first one they've had problems with.  Some other ones, they had a bad run of them.  But it was just simply cleaning them.  They replaced ours.  I don't know if there's a certain serial number that in between "X, Y, Z" if these are bad.  Both of ours happened to be.  He said no, that's not typical.

Okay.  I was just curious if it was going to be an ongoing maintenance problem.

Why not have him send it out tomorrow morning; and then if they are fixed that afternoon, they're fixed.  But until we get these people to know that we mean business, I see nothing wrong with sending that letter.  We paid them their money.  We got the grant, true.  We paid them what we owed them.  I think we should at least have the courtesy and the respect of getting what we paid for.  I have to agree, John, you're a hundred percent right when you made that remark.  

SOLICITOR DUTTON:
I'm not adverse to sending a letter, per se.  I need the information to send the letter.  I need to talk to Dale.  I also need to look at the warranty and get an understanding of what the problem is to make sure it's covered under the warranty before we declare that it's a breach of warranty.  The other thing is, if, in fact, Dale has given the vendor in this case reason to believe the process is working on an acceptable time schedule, having me jump in and write a letter based upon Council's request to me may be overkill.  So, I'm just saying, do you want it tomorrow morning?  He is going to have to get me this information tonight.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Would you have it by Thursday?  

 MR. GRIMM:

I can have the information any time you want.  

 MR. ZOLDAN:

There you go.  There's your answer, Paul.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
Dale, do you have an understanding that it's going to be fixed by this week?  

MR. GRIMM:
I have an understanding that it will be fixed as soon as possible.  I don't know where —— Mr. Zoldan has information that I don't have ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

My understanding when I called ——

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
I don't want to put the Village into an embarrassing situation 

 MR. ZOLDAN:
You won't put us in —— I'll take the blame, all right.  I'll take the blame.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
You are not the responsible person who ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:
That's all right.  Council can blame it on me.  I have no problem taking the blame.  I just want the thing fixed.  I don't feel like going back to jail.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
What does council ——

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Just send a letter.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
—— want?  Do you want me to send a letter out tomorrow morning or by the end of the week?

 MR. ZOLDAN:

How about Thursday?

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

How about by the end of the week.  How is that?

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Okay.  End of the week.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
All in favor?

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:

Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Unanimous 



to get a letter out by the end of the week.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Don't charge us for it either, Paul.

 SOLICITOR DUTTON:
It's under the retainer.

 MR. MCCARTHY:
I would like to make a motion that the Safety Committee be authorized to proceed with emergency repairs on the engine that is currently having problems.  

 MRS. WILSON:

Street Committee or Safety Committee?

 MR. MCCARTHY:

Safety.

 MRS. WILSON:

I thought you said Street Committee.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

And authorize to spend up to $10,000. 

 MRS. WILSON:

Second.  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Moved by Mr. McCarthy, second by Mrs. Wilson.  Discussion?

MRS. WILSON:
You have no monies in your account, right?  I don't have my report here.

CHIEF EASTHAM:
There is money, but it all has to be moved around.  We need money.  We'll definitely have to do a transfer.

 MRS. WILSON:

Okay.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
Everybody understand what we're voting on?  We're voting on giving a preliminary approval to move forward if he needs.  Moved and second. Any discussion? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) All in favor?

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.) Unanimous on that.

MR. MCCARTHY:
One other thing I'd like to report, Mr. Mayor.  I'd like to report under my committee report that we have to date —— as of this date, received over $40,000 on the third—party billing.

MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Thank you.  Anything else under new business?  (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Any additional public remarks?

 MR. BLANK:

Arno has one.  Aren't you going to make a motion for this 

 MR. HILL:
I think we should be okay with the test holes.  There wasn't anybody opposed ——

 MR. BLANK:

You should make a motion under new business and get it in 



the minutes that way.  

MR. HILL:
I'll make a motion that we accept an Ordinance coming in at the next meeting for ESC not to exceed $4,860. for the test holes with Marucci and Gaffney.  They will be providing visual inspection services and documenting everything that is going on with that process to help us wrap this project up.

 MR. MCCARTHY:

Second.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Not to exceed $4,860, correct?

 MR. HILL:


$4,860, not to exceed.

 MR. ZOLDAN:

Not $48,000 ——

 MR. HILL:
$4,860, not to exceed.  That's for four days.  It may be one day, Stanley.  We just don't ——

MR. ZOLDAN:
I'm not saying that.  I just want to make sure it's $4,860, not $48,060.  

 MAYOR CHAFFEE: 
It's still $4,800.  It's moved and seconded.  All in favor?

 COUNCIL:


Aye.

 MAYOR CHAFFEE:
Opposed? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) (VOTE:  6, AYE; 0, NAY; 0, ABSTAINED.) 

Anything else under new business? (NO RESPONSE FROM COUNCIL.) Any additional public remarks? (NO RESPONSE.)  

We're going to go into executive session.  When we come back, we will adjourn.
