Dave Harrison said Lynda Cononico is here to represent Martin Milner, he actually resides in Tennessee.  Mr. Milner bought the building that was previously the Dewey’s Candy Factory and Whitey Ford’s auction.  Mr. Milner also purchased a home on Tod Avenue and Mr. Harrison said he is not sure if Mr. Milner plans on moving.  Mr. Milner has primarily an internet business selling high performance auto parts.  One of the reasons Mr. Milner choose this area is because the majority of his customers are from northeast Ohio.  Mr. Harrison said Mr. Milner wants to have a walk-in retail but for now this will be a place to warehouse parts and distribute them out as he gets orders in.  

Lynda Cononico, Martin Milner’s real estate agent and broker, said because many of the customers are from northeast Ohio there is the potential that some may come to the building to pick up orders.  Mr. Milner does look to do a storefront later on.  Mrs. Cononico said right now Mr. Milner is finishing up business in Tennessee.  Mrs. Cononico said she has worked with Mr. Milner for some time and he decided to locate his business here in Lordstown and also to reside in Lordstown as well.  
Tim Rech asked Dave Harrison if the variance granted to Dewey’s Candy also carried over to this business.  Dave Harrison said yes, it carries with the property.

Paul Dutton said a variance runs with the land.  If a special use permit had been granted back in 1991 it would have expired after the passage of one year but a variance runs with the land.

Arno Hill asked Dave Harrison if everything else conforms to zoning.  

Dave Harrison said the only issue is that Martin Milner has not decided what type of sign he will have.  When Mr. Milner decides he will have to apply for a zoning permit for the sign and it will have to comply with zoning regulations.  

Arno Hill made a motion to approve the site plan review for Martin Milner, 6850 Tod Avenue.  Michael Sullivan seconded the motion.  Roll call vote was taken:  Pamela Owens: yes; Arno Hill: yes; Tony Schofer: yes; Michael Sullivan: yes; Tim Rech: yes.  Five ayes, zero nays.  Motion carried.

MEMBER COMMENTS:   Michael Sullivan asked Dave Harrison about the former Chaney grocery store building (6730 Tod Avenue).  Dave Harrison said he has called Edward Rovnak, the new owner, several times and Mr. Rovnak has stopped in the office.  Mr. Harrison said Mr. Rovnak is aware that he cannot open until he has a site plan review.  Mr. Harrison said Mr. Rovnak has two businesses that he is converging into one and he believes it is taking longer than Mr. Rovnak thought it would to do that.
