3.   Sewer minimum bill is currently the same for commercial taps.  Do you want to establish a commercial rate?

4.  Scenario #1
947 Hallock Young Road- has two apartments on upper level and two businesses in the      basement.  2 sanitary laterals exist the apartments and empty in a septic tank where a there is a connection at the road for each tank.  The two basements businesses also each have a sanitary line that exits the structure separately but empty in the storm sewer manhole.  There are two water accounts.
This account is in a deceased person’s name.  It was requested that they make application in their name last September.

Scenario #2

545 Brunstetter has one water meter for two structures on two different parcels.  One is                    residential and one is commercial.

The Board directions were:

1.  Begin billing from date connection is made at road.

2. Sewer lateral must be on coinciding parcel.  Campbell to talk to Solicitor and send letter.

3. Will watch need and concerns for commercial rate and revisit at a later date. 
4. #1.  To generate a letter to change name within 7 days, to be hand delivered by Tom and Bruce.  2 commercial deposits will be required on accounts 527 and 1734.  Permits not to be granted until in compliance.  Platt to inspect all water lines to confirm water flow through meters.
#2.  Platt to check for water line tap and meter at road for the parcel of the kennel and for well on site.  Confirm city water or well water at shelter.  One commercial permit for kennel and one residential permit for home.  Request that they attend the next BPA meeting.
